1a) Declarations of Interest

Cllr Rogers declared a personal interest in items relating to SORR. 
2) To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held 11th May 2010.

On the proposal of Cllr Culyer, seconded by Cllr Holman, the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.

Matters Arising

Re bus shelters – if no volunteers come forward the matter will need to be considered at the next meeting. 
Meeting opened to the public.

a) Report from police.
Report from police received. 

There had been 3 crimes since the last meeting;   arson of a portaloo on 10/11 May – undetected. Theft of plant equipment from a motor vehicle at Woodland Ave on 5th June. Theft of a petrol chainsaw at Pains Close. 

Bluebell Way is not a priority area for the SNT team as there has been no incident since March 2010. There had been 1 event yesterday when some youths kicked over a bin. Both the youths and their parents were spoken to.   

PCSO Le Surf had been to Manor Close re parking issues. Tickets will be issued if necessary. 

A resident has raised parking as an issue at Bluebell Way. The SNT have visited the area and do not feel that parking is an issue here. 

Q to the police. 

Residents at Glenwood Drive advise that a pile of logs have been left on the grass for the past 2 – 3 months. Cllr Knights advised that the wood must have come from the tree, hence why it has been left there. Police will look into the matter. 

b) Report from SCC

No report available. 
Councillors noted that the gateways have been erected at each end of the village.

d) Items from members of the public.

Meeting closed to public contribution.  
3). Chairman’s Report 
a) Communications
 INSIGHT – Councillors are working with the church volunteers to deliver the newsletter. Cllr Pike offered to help to deliver as well. 

Anglia Print had printed the last copy of INSIGHT and no adverse comments had been received. After full discussion it was agreed that in view of the time involved and the copying costs of producing the magazine ourselves, it was as efficient to get the magazine printed by Anglia Print who will fold as well. All agreed. 

Printer – the council has a black and white printer at present. It was agreed that in order to be able to print colour posters etc a colour printer should be purchased. After full discussion a budget of £100 was agreed by all.    

WEBSITE – minutes from 2009 are on the site. Older minutes will be put on at some stage. 
b) QPS Update – the parish council information brochure still needs to be completed. It was suggested that the clerk should try and get a copy of a brochure from another council to see what has been included. 

c) Bluebell Way update. 
Simon Walker has carried out a site visit and revised quotes are awaited for the works to reduce the noise from the play equipment. Cllr Culyer has asked WDC how much they will pay towards the works.     

Cllr Rogers advised that a resident had contacted her regarding the incident last night with the bin, and has asked that no bins get placed on the concrete pad. 

PCSO Le Surf advised that from a police point of view there are no issues at Bluebell Way at present. Children now seem to be using the new area at Darby Road. 

Discussion took place about the costs of quietening the equipment – it was felt that the costs as detailed in the original quote could not be justified.  

PCSO Le Surf left at 7.37pm. 
d) Litter Pick 22nd May 2010 – Cllrs Pike and Rogers advised that this had gone very well. 6 bags of rubbish had been collected. The 3 Horseshoes have offered to help with any future litter pick in this area. 

Cllr Knights advised that the pathway has also been cut back as requested.  

Litter on the Lowestoft Road needs collecting – WDC has been advised. 
e) Garden Competition – Cllr Pike asked for volunteers to help her judge the competition. Mrs Burgess suggested that her daughter may be willing to assist. 

The competition will be advertised in the newsletter. 

Winner will receive a donation for a local organisation – together with a trophy. Cllr Culyer to source a trophy. All agreed. 

f) Councillor areas – It was agreed by all that councillors would still have areas to look after – list to be updated. 

g) Memorial Seat – Contractor is awaiting licence for works to go ahead.  
h) Good Neighbour Scheme – meeting at Halesworth to be attended by Cllr Pike and John Coulson. 
4) Clerks Report and Correspondence. 
Suffolk Constabulary had advised that they are consulting about reduced police station opening hours. 
SCC – letter received regarding the byway from Cucumber Lane to Ellough Road being subject to a ‘traffic regulation order’. 

It was suggested that agricultural vehicles would need to have a right of way. 

Councillor vacancy – to be advertised in the newsletter. WDC Notices on notice board.  

Coalition document advised to councillors. This sets out the government strategy for the future of local democracy. Further detailed information awaited. Discussion took place regarding the effect that these measures will have. Coalition advises that basic services will continue to be provided but that any enhanced service will be at a cost to local areas. 

SCC – has forwarded a brochure detailing the cost of traffic management controls. Councillors discussed this in conjunction with the coalition document as above. Councillors suggested that schemes/items required will need to be prioritised in future, depending on their cost. Discussion took place regarding the possible schemes and whether any of these could be implemented in Worlingham 
Community Engagement Forum – being held 11th June outside Kings Head, Beccles. Councillors invited to attend. 
Grass around the Worlingham sign has now been cut back. 

Parish Plan – WDC to meet with parish plan steering group chairman to discuss how the parish plan was formulated. Cllr Rogers to also attend.  
Query from resident had been received regarding WDC lorry movements along Marsh Lane where wood is being carried into the land owned by Worlingham Archery Club. Resident has also queried whether agreement is held for wood to be sold from the site.  

WDC advise that this is a private arrangement with the owners, who are collecting the wood for private purposes. WDC will ask the owners if they have permission/ intend to sell wood from the site. 

5). Feedback from meetings attended. 

a) SORR- No SORR meetings had been held. Cllr Rogers will attend a surgery being held by the new MP, to discuss the relief road. 

b) SNT – Cllr Rogers has sent apologies for the next SNT meeting.  

c) WCF/ RCP – Cllr Rogers attended. Presentation was received about an application that will be available for I pod whereby a BBC ‘tour’ of your village can be made available. This can be used to promote tourism. Cost £4250. Some funding available.  
d) Open space and play areas – Simon Walker to be contacted as above. 
The clerk was advised that the equipment at Cedar Drive needs pressure washing especially the tube. 

Sand is still required for the zip wire.   Cllr Knights to advise what quantity will be required.    

e) Councillor surgery 
2 people attended. 
Issues raised – speeding along Lowestoft Road and Good Neighbour Scheme. 

Councillors discussed the matters raised. 
It was suggested by a member of the public that a letter should be sent to Insp. Pawley at Headquarters noting councils concern about speeding. Reminder should be made of the accident last September. Request to be made for covert speed data collection to be carried out. Communication also to be sent to Suffolk Safety Camera dept. 

Re Good neighbour scheme – Cllr Pike is to attend the Halesworth Scheme AGM and report back to council on what needs to happen next. 

f) SALC – Cllr Pike will attend on 10th June. 

g) Activities at school – no report.

h) Joint partnership venture at Kessingland – Cllr Rogers and Cllr Hammond Fox had visited the premises and were very impressed with the partnership working that had taken place. 

i) Fete – arrangements seem to be well in hand. 

6)) Planning applications.

After full discussion the application was approved by all.

These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.
