FUNDING NEWS AND OPPORTUNITIES
The third Youth Sector Development Fund (YSDF) focuses on smaller youth Third Sector Organisations (TSO’s) with a turnover of under £1m, support the most disadvantaged young people, particularly on Friday and Saturday nights. Around 25 TSOs will each receive a 2 year package of around £600k and business support from the YSDF managing body. As part of the third round, the YSDF is also administering a 1 year funding opportunity on behalf of the Home Office, aimed at the 10 Tackling Knives Action Programme policing areas. Around 4 groups will receive around £100k worth of funding, plus business support.
