3. Chairman’s Report
a) Parish Plan consultation progress – The Good Neighbour Meeting date has been arranged for 2nd March and will be advertised in the WNCB and the council news sheet . 
Cllr Culyer is still trying to get a meeting arranged with Andrew Pursey of Anglian Bus Co.  
b) Cycle Lanes Lowestoft Road – 
In response to resident query last month, the answer is that cars can park over the cycle line outside their house if they need to but that this is to be discouraged as much as possible as it is a cycle lane for public use.   
c) Communications – As previously agreed the parish council is now to produce an information sheet for residents   - this will be called Insight. An initial draft copy was provided for the meeting.  





d) Matters outstanding; 

Cllr Tuckers vacancy is being advertised through the information sheet and on the boards.  
The vacancy for Cllr Burgess will not yet be advertised as agreed with the family.  








e) Council dates 2010 – These were provided to Council and will be placed on the boards. 
f) Councillor surgery dates 2010 – These were provided to council and will be placed on the boards. Cllr Hammond Fox and Cllr Knights will cover February. 

Meeting reopened for public involvement as Cllr Punt arrived at 7.15pm.  
SCC report. 

Cllr Punt advised that SCC Highways are going to get quotes for the gateways at each end of Worlingham.
Cllr Punt also advised that the drawings for a zebra crossing should be with council this week. 

Drawings for a proposed amendment to Sandpit Lane should also be received – which will include a cycle lane/ pedestrian walkway. 

Re Grit bins – Locality Budget is available and Council could apply should a grit bin be required. 

Network Rail – No update. 

Beccles Southern Relief Road – no update. 
Cllr Rogers advised that SOR have responded to a request from SCC for details of who owns parts of the land within the route of the proposed bypass. 

Cllr Rogers also mentioned that WDC are now liaising with SOR over any potential planning applications etc that may be within the area of the proposed bypass. 

WDC Report     
Cllr Punt advised that the dead trees are being cut out of the area at Woodfield Park as requested. 

Discussion took place regarding the ongoing absence of the WDC councillors. Clerk to write advising that the parish council are disappointed about the non attendance of WDC councillors. 

Dog Bin at Woodfield Park – WDC officer Mike Daniels advised that a new bin will be required as this one has twice been repaired and is again broken. Council were provided with suggestions from WDC including a Gemini bin for approx £550 which takes ordinary waste and dog waste.  Cllr Punt advised that Locality Funding could also be applied for, for the dog bin.  
Re potholes – councillors advised Cllr Punt of the location of large potholes in the area that need filling following the bad weather. 

Council thanked Cllr Punt for his continued attendance at the meetings and for his reports for both SCC and WDC.
