Young Peoples Focus Group Comment 

 A very high proportion of the young people responding to the questionnaire 75% would be interested in 
going to a youth club in the village if there was one.  

Action 1. The Parish Council to form a sub committee “Grundisburgh Youth Committee” comprising 
young people, councillors and interested adults to liaise with County Youth Workers to find a 
way forward.  

Although the Village Hall was the favourite venue with 70% of the respondents it is very difficult to book 
the VH throughout the year because of regular GADS events and other bookings. Looking at the list of 
activities that the young people would like to be catered for it could be that the school would be a more 
desirable venue. It has a large playground, field and a large hall suited to table tennis and pool particularly. 
There are other rooms which could be used for discussions, games table football etc. 

As the County Council and central government have been encouraging more use of schools out of hours, a 
homework club has been suggested, it would seem to be the right time to open discussions as the school 
buildings would be a flexible area to use for such a venture.  

Action 2. Members of the Grundisburgh Youth Committee to open discussions with the head teacher and 
governors of the school to find a way forward.  
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 If it were possible to use the school, a large number of voluntary helpers would be needed to supervise all 
the activities in all the areas used. Coaches in various sports would need to be recruited to fulfil the 
insurance regulations and police checks would have to be carried out on the suitability of all adults. 

“Just 42” should be included in any discussions as they already work with young people in the village.

Young Peoples Focus Group Comment 

Again like the Youth Club a high percentage of the respondents 104, 78% would like to use some sort of 
all weather pitch and the playing field was the preferred venue with 85, 93% of the respondents.  An all 
weather provision would be very expensive.  It would need fencing off completely and locking.  The 
various sports clubs using it would have to pay the running costs, and the on going costs of repair etc. It 
could be part of an improved facility on the playing field run for the village by an expanded Playing Field 
Management Committee. In answer to questions ”30: What new facility or club would improve living in 
Grundisburgh for you?” and “31:  What do you least like about living in Grundisburgh?” it was clear that 
the majority of the young people felt that the lack of sporting facilities and facilities for teenagers on the 
playing field played a major part. These answers should help to qualify the need when trying to obtain 
grants from various organisations. 

Action 3. Grundisburgh Youth Committee to look into the possibilities of building an all weather area 
on the playing field.  

Action 4. Grundisburgh Youth Committee to look at possible sources of funding.
