1a. Declarations of Interest

There were no Declarations of Interests. 

2.  To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held 9th March 2010.

On the proposal of Cllr Culyer, seconded by Cllr Holman, the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.

d) Items from members of the public. 

· There is still grit on the pavements – clerk to ask WDC to clear. 
· Outside surface has lifted off pavement on path outside church – clerk to contact WDC. 

· Parachute School – what were the terms of the planning acceptance? – resident advised that this will be detailed on the website or could be obtained from WDC. 

· Resident chased response re sign for Ashtree Close re redirecting children who play ball games on the area.  
Meeting closed to public contribution.  

3. Chairman’s Report

a) Parish Plan consultation progress – The Good Neighbour Scheme will be mentioned in the next newsletter asking for more volunteers. Mr Coulson advised that if no one came forward to Chair the Scheme, he would volunteer to do this rather than see the Scheme fail to get off the ground.     
b) Communications – The distributors have advised that they will have difficulty on distributing the newsletter due to the amount of work they have in Norwich.

Council has subsequently been advised that the parish council newsletter could be delivered by the distributors of The Grapevine. Councillors would also help to deliver both publications.  
Residents advised that the folded version of the Insight had been well received through letterboxes. 
c) Legacy of Worlingham – Discussion took place as to whether council should arrange to have full copies printed or whether there should be condensed version of the document produced. To be discussed further at a future meeting.  
d) QPS – Cllr Holman and Cllr Culyer will produce a brochure/leaflet on the work of a parish council, which will be in a similar format to the Annual report. 
e) Bluebell Way – The Chairman advised that he and PCSO Le Surf had met with residents of Bluebell Way. 

This had resulted in a 3 point Action Plan; 

1. Noisy equipment - parish council will consider the costs of modifying the equipment. 
2. Sonic device – the police do not now have one available to lend out, as they are no longer endorsing the product.  A resident has agreed that such a device could be placed on her wall.    Grant funding from third parties will need to be considered if one is to be purchased. 

3. The general state of the play area- parish council to contact WDC to discuss. 

The chairman advised that if anti social behaviour continues after such matters have been implemented, then the parish council would consider the situation with regard to the concrete pad. 

Discussion took place regarding the ongoing ownership of the play area  once such maintenance works have taken place – this to be considered at a future meeting.     
f) Annual Parish Meeting – Magpas have agreed to attend on 4th May 2010. 

g) Stars of Suffolk – The Chairman advised that Worlingham was awarded a Community Award for rallying around after the accident on Lowestoft Road in September 2009. Cllr Culyer and Suzie Ellis collected the award on behalf of the parish. The Award is presently in the Church. A donation to the village was also given to Worlingham. It was suggested that the Middle School could be asked to provide  ideas on what the money should be spent on.   
4. Clerks Report and correspondence received. 

The general correspondence was made available to councillors. 

a) Litter Pick – The Big Tidy Up – Discussion as to whether  a litter pick should be held in the parish. After due consideration it was agreed that a litter pick should be tried in Worlingham as in other parishes – Cllr Rogers will organise the event on a date to be arranged.  
b) Haverhill Town Council advise that they will also have a school becoming free after the School Organisational Review Process. They would like to have the old school building available for Community use but to date they have received no response to communications they have sent to  SCC. 

c) Royal British Legion – advise that they can provide details of ways in which they can assist the families of servicemen and women. More details to be requested for  a future newsletter. 
d) Purdah – WDC advise that Purdah will operate from 29th March – 6th   May 2010. 

5) Planning applications.

It was suggested that a letter could be sent to Beccles Town Council and Ellough Parish Council asking for the initial views on the V C Cooke proposed planning submission. 

6. Feedback from meetings attended. 

a) SORR- No SORR meetings had been held. Gut Macgregor has written to SORR to advise that the link road will be on hold until at least 2011 – and that it would not go ahead until at least 2012/2013.  

b) SNT – The next meeting of the SNT team is on 15th April 2010.  

c) Play Area group – Re Section 106 monies for Werel’s Loke. WDC are designing a games area for the location within which the Section 106 monies can be used. Cllr Cossey and Cllr Holman will liaise with WDC once more information is available. 
d) Councillor Surgery – A resident attended the surgery to advise that there were issues were parking on Hillside Ave. This has been referred to PCSO Le Surf who has since spoken to the resident. 

e) WCF/ RCP – Meeting was held on 30th March. Cllr Rogers was to attend but the venue had not been clarified.  

f) Salc meeting – next area meeting is 10th June 2010.  
g) Activities at school – Cllrs Rogers and Hammond-Fox have spoken to the schools about St Georges Day. More information expected after the school returns from the Easter holidays.

Halesworth Community Car Scheme – 

Karen Kerridge gave a presentation on the Community Car Scheme at Halesworth. 

The Scheme was set up in 1987 with funding from SCC. 

The drivers are volunteers who are paid their petrol expenses. All need to have CRB checks. 
There are presently 22 volunteer drivers and 10 emergency drivers. The age range of the drivers is from 20 – 80 years of age.  The Scheme can insure drivers up to the age of 80. 
The passenger tariff is 30p per mile. Drivers are paid 40p per mile with the grant from SCC paying the difference.

All relevant policies/ agreements etc have been drawn up by the Scheme and copies could be made available to any future potential Schemes.     
A budget was agreed with SCC to run the Scheme and SCC reimburses the Scheme on a quarterly basis. 
The main trips are to the doctor’s surgery, dentist, supermarket. Some trips are also to the day care centres. 
Some of the volunteers help the residents to do their shopping and to put the shopping away. 

Help such as this can enable residents to stay in their own home instead of needing extra care.    

The volunteer drivers have carried out 71,000 miles during a 12 month period and have done 8700 trips. 

There is also a Beccles/Bungay car service in existence based in Bungay. 

Discussion took place with regard to how the Halesworth group could assist with any new Scheme in Worlingham and whether they could assist with admin services. The Halesworth Scheme confirmed that they would be happy to take this forward to their trustees, if required in the future.   
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
