	6. Reports from each member including those not in attendance.
	Dorothy -  No update

Brian – Stated their NHW assisted with the manning of the Police Pod within Lowestoft, over NHW week, where they had mixed success as about 50% of the people they spoke to were holidaymakers, from outside the Suffolk area. However, on a positive front they obtained a new NHW member.

Brian also stated his disappointment at how hard it is now to obtain Crime Reduction material through the Home Office.

Bob stated that with regard to this in Norfolk they no longer have CWLO’s and instead have Press Officers

Brian further stated he intended to set up a local Lowestoft NHW newsletter to compliment the local CWLO’s weekly one.

Jim asked Brian if his area had a Community Safety Officer, (CSO), however, Brian was not sure?

Phil asked Brian how the SmartWater initiative to reduce burglaries was going? Brian stated that it had been a good success with two individuals arrested as a result.

Ron stated that his co-ordinator’s main concerns were speeding and that at their last meeting they surveyed everyone as to how often they would like to hold such meetings and how they would like to see them organised.

Tony stated that the clerk for Stonham Parish Council now disseminates more information about crime, which has been popular. He also mentioned that at their last joint Network meeting during NHW week about 30 people attended the event, which was also made into a buffet and quiz night.

Jim stated that at his next local Parish Council’s meeting he would be asking them to provide funding for 6 NHW signs for the Combs area, stating he was aware that not only did they have money available but that also they can spend up to £6.30 per person per year for the whole area, so that funding should cover such a request.

Bob stated that within his area there had been a large open day at Euston, which was well attended and that it would have been nice to have had a larger NHW presence there.

Bob stated that a press release on NHW week had been organised but that it’s dissemination had been embargoed until 12 June 10.


	

	7. Regional/

National updates.
	Bob then showed a presentation on NHW  which is available for any members to view should they wish to.

In summary the presentation confirmed that whilst there are nationally two NHW websites, national NHW only support the one site, which is My NHW via the following link: http://www.mynhw.co.uk/
Bob stated that My NHW is represented by 10 areas and is registered under the charity number 1133637. For the East of England we now have 3 persons employed to administer NHW. The posts are:

1) Ops Director

2) Network Development Manager

3) Info & Database Officer

The NHW charity have 6 trustees appointed, who have been properly approved through the Charities Commission. These trustees are then elected every 15 months, with funding every 12 months, all of which is written in the NHW constitution.

A 5-year plan has also been made for NHW, which is down- loadable .
