It was proposed by Cllr Holman that Cllr Culyer be elected Chairman of the Parish Council. There were no other nominations. Seconded by Cllr Burgess. It was resolved by all to elect Cllr Culyer as Chairman of the Parish Council for 2008/09.

3. To elect a Vice Chairman of the Parish Council for 2008/09

It was proposed by Cllr Holman that Cllr Knights be elected as Vice Chairman of the Parish Council. There were no other nominations. Seconded by Cllr Robbins. It was resolved by all that Cllr Knights be elected as Vice Chairman for 2008/09.

Meeting opened to the public.  
Reports and Questions

a)  Report from police.  
P C Harris had advised the clerk that there had been 5 incidents reported since the last meeting. 
On 14th April there had been criminal damage caused to a window on Rowan Way and a person had been arrested.  
On 17th April there had been a break in at the Middle School sports shed. 
On 19th April there had been an incident with an air weapon being fired. A teenager is being dealt with. 

A youth is also being dealt with in connection with possession of an air weapon. 

On 8th May there was a racial aggravated offence on the Park Drive playing field.   

In the year to April 2008 the Suffolk sector has a 41.7% detection rate with Beccles having a 45% detection rate. There is a 9.9% reduction in crimes being reported – i.e. 123 less offences.  

P C Harris advised that he had been monitoring speeds on the Lowestoft Road on 24th April and a fixed penalty had been issued to one person for speeding. 2 others were cautioned. 
1 other fixed penalty fine had been issued for overtaking.

Cllr Knights advised that the police were monitoring speeds for 2 days on the Lowestoft Road. 

Cllr Knights advised that graffiti has been written over the picnic table at Park Drive and on the goal posts. Paper had been burnt near to the fence but the fire was put out.     

Meeting closed to public contribution
12. Clerks Report and correspondence received. 
Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes and in addition comment was made on the following; 

a) SDR survey by SCC on traffic speed – first choice location to be requested by the Worlingham garage or 2nd choice by the pharmacy. At the other end of the village a location by the entrance to Park Drive to be requested to Luke Barber at SCC. 

b) Headed paper printing - cost would be £166.33 for Litho or £97.27 for digital – examples shown of each. It was resolved by all that digital printing would be appropriate. 

c) Dog bin Ellough Road – 2 letters read to the meeting regarding the placement of the dog bin on Ellough Road. Discussion took place about the bins and it was felt that as these are being well used they are in an appropriate location. 

Bin Park Dive – there is no liner in the bin at Park Drive and the bin has no lid – the bin is in the entrance of Park Drive play area – WDC to be asked to place a liner and lid on the bin.   Request to be made to WDC for a flip top lid to be placed on the bin at the Kempton Bus shelter. 

d) Events – On 24th June a PCSO initiative meeting to be held at Southwold from 10am – 1pm. The clerk and Cllr Knights will attend. 

WDC are holding training sessions on Emergency Planning – Cllr Knights will attend. 

WDC are holding update training on Code of Conduct – Cllr Culyer and the clerk will attend.      
13. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a) Play areas 
Play areas for the elderly – It was confirmed that there will be a question in the parish plan regarding an adult sports area.  
Winer Diners 

a)  Cost of galvanising existing units – Cllr Knights advised that this is done per weight and he will contact Nikki Childs re the weight of the new units to ascertain costs for the existing units. 
b) The 5 new winer diners are at WDC and we await installation of the concrete pads and the diners. 
Climbing Frame at All Saints Green – Councillors considered that such a piece of equipment would be useful in this area. Cllr Culyer has still to ascertain costs from 3 different suppliers and to come back to Council at a further meeting. WDC would then need to be approached for permission and to ascertain whether any section 106 monies would be available.    
2nd Goal at All Saints Green play area/ Basketball net 

Residents have requested a second goal at the play area – Simon Walker at WDC will try to ascertain whether this would now be allowed.   

Park Drive Gate 
a) Letter received from Mark Kerridge of SCC advising that in his opinion barriers would not be required – this to be advised to RoSPA so that they can see that the matter has been considered.   

b) Re second gate - Tony Rudd at WDC is considering its position. 

c) Swings – WDC have been asked to raise the swings as per their quote of £72.68. 
Woodfield Park drainage. 

No further update.   
Werel’s Loke 
a) Section 106 monies – Beccles Town Council have advised details of their solicitor who will now be asked if he will consider this on behalf of the Parish Council.     

b) Basketball goal – this is to be installed on 10th June. 
Bluebell Way – no issues. 
b) Parish Plan 
Cllr Robbins reported that the questions were now being collated and that the next stage would be for the formulation of the questionnaires.   
c) 4 Towns Bus
I T Training – It was suggested that the I T training be stopped for a period as attendance was presently poor. Could look at starting again later in year. All agreed. Cllr Culyer will liase with Matt Deal. 
d) Village Sign – It was suggested that once finished the WI could be asked to unveil the new sign. 
No further communication received regarding the post – letter to be forwarded to Mr Nourse asking for an update and for his thoughts on the proposed village fete in 2009.  

e) Gating Order  
E mail from Peter Black dated 13th May 2008 read to meeting- from this it would appear that SCC will only do the legal work and that the cost of this is estimated at £1000. All other costs and purchases of the gates, locks, fencing etc would be the responsibility of the Parish Council. 

Discussion took place as to how to move this forward. 

Other suggestions were made such as using CCTV, security firm etc. 

Cllr Cossey to be asked to advise the next meeting as to whether any new incidents had been reported and whether the gating order is still required. P C Harris and Cllr Taylor to be asked for their thoughts. 

Matter to be considered again at the next meeting. 

f) Annual Parish Meeting – feedback 

Thanks were extended to Cllr Burgess for his presentation – the meeting had been well attended and the presentation well received.   

g) Pathway to Primary School 
The planning application has been approved. 

The matter is now in the hands of SCC to move forward. 
h) Activities/events 2008/2009
Village Fete -   No update received from Mr Nourse. The primary school are keen to join forces next year with a village event. Cllr Robbins will ask the Middle School whether they also would like to be involved in a village fete and ascertain whether they would be able to offer any school grounds as an alternative venue. 

Thanks were extended to Mr Nourse for organising the cutting back of the hedging along the pathway. 

Best Kept Garden – Cllr Burgess is attending a meeting tomorrow and will then contact Cllr Tucker to discuss a date for judging. It was resolved by all that a donation of £50 will be made to a local charitable cause as an incentive.

DC/08/0406/ful – Construction of one new bungalow and garage at land to side of Lyndhurst, Lowestoft Road by Mr and Mrs Bedder. 

It was resolved by all to approve the application with a comment that would like to see the hedges protected.    

DC/08/0409/FUL – erection of a rear conservatory at 7 Orchard Rise by Mr and Mrs Carter. 

It was resolved by all to approve the application with the comment that the windows on the southerly side may affect the privacy of No 5. 

DC/08/0475/ful – Erection of rear conservatory at 19 Suttons Road by Mr Lown. 

It was resolved by all to approve the application. 

DC/08/0521/out – Outline application – construction of 1 new bungalow with garage at land at 28 Lowestoft Road by Mrs Knights. 

 It was resolved by all to refuse the application on grounds of overdevelopment of the area, loss of privacy to rear, and difficult access.    

DC/08/0398/ful – Construction of 3 new bungalows and 6 houses at 3 Lowestoft Road by Brian Sabberton Ltd. 
The planning working party recommend refusal and it was resolved by all to refuse the application on grounds of adverse effect on neighbour amenity and street scene, problems with drainage, increase traffic, overdevelopment of site.  
Re Land at 3 Lowestoft Road – Council has been made aware that several residents have objected to the application. The application may go to committee at WDC and it was resolved by all that the parish council would speak at the committee meeting.

It was resolved by all that the Chairman could sign Section 1 of the audit documentation.
