Minutes of the meeting of Worlingham Parish Council held on Tuesday 14th July 2009 at 7.00pm at the Worlingham Primary School.

2.  To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 9th June  2009.  
On the proposal of Cllr Holman, seconded by Cllr Culyer the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.   

Meeting opened to the public.  
a)  Report from police.  
There was no report from the police. 

b) Report from SCC Mark Bee.  

· Cllr Bee advised that he would be attending the parish council meetings on a regular basis and if he could not attend Chris Punt would attend in his place. 
· Cllr Bee confirmed that the views of the residents of Worlingham had been listened to regarding the matter of re-routing HGV’s through Beccles and Worlingham, and no further action was presently being taken on this. 
· Cllr Bee also confirmed that funding was available for a feasibility study to be undertaken about the Beccles southern relief road. It is thought that the cost of the complete project would be in the region of £4M, and there was a possibility that the road would be built by 2012. It will take 18 months to build. Cllr Bee will keep the parish council updated, and will bring the feasibility plans to our meeting once available.     
· Cllr Bee acknowledged the lack of cycle paths especially to the Ellough Industrial Estate and will be looking to bring in some road safety measures. 

· Cllr Bee and Cllr Punt each have a Locality Budget of £7,000. The WNCB have put in a request for funds.  

Questions to SCC

The hedging at Marsh Lane roundabout is overhanging the cycle paths and when the hedge is cut back it is not cut back far enough. Signs are also being obscured by the hedging. The matter has already been reported to SCC. Cllr Bee will chase.  
c) Report from WDC.  
 
In the absence of WDC councillors, Cllr Bee who is also a WDC councillor updated the meeting on the Boundary Review. There will now be no decision made in July 09 and residents can still make comments on the suggestions being made. 
d) Items from members of the public. 
Q= A resident asked why the parish councillors did not make their personal telephone numbers publicly available.    
A = Council advised that all telephone calls were directed initially through the main parish council telephone number so that the clerk could ensure that the matter in question was dealt with by the most appropriate person to alleviate the need for being passed from one person to another. This ensures that a professional service is provided by the parish council. The parish council contact number is available with an answer phone for messages to be left if the call could not be taken.  Councillors confirmed that they make contact/visit any residents who need them to.  Residents can also attend parish council meetings, or councillor surgeries to discuss any matters direct with councillors.    
Meeting closed to public contribution.
3. Chairman’s Report

a) Village Fete  – The fete took place on 20th June 2009 from 1.30 – 4.30pm. Next years fete has been set for 19th June 2010.

b) Village Sign – The Blessing of the sign by Rev Suzie Ellis has taken place. 

c) Parish Plan consultation progress – Various issues highlighted within the parish plan are already being considered. 

· The possibility of having a doctor’s surgery in the parish was one of the major issues and the PCT has attended this evening to discuss this matter.    
· The requirement for a community facility/ place to meet etc was also highlighted. It has been reported that under School Organisational Review the Middle School will close and the Primary School will move to the Middle School site. This will leave the Primary School empty. The parish council has therefore asked SCC for its intentions for the site and provided them with a copy of the parish plan showing the requirements of the residents of Worlingham. It would appear that in Lowestoft Phase 1of SOR, use by the community for any empty school site would be high on SCC priority list.    
· Transport to Beccles Health Centre – This was discussed by the PCT earlier in the evening and the parish council has asked Anglian Bus for a meeting to discuss this further. 

d) Continuation of 4 Towns Bus – The 4 Towns Bus still attends Worlingham on the nights that youth club is held. The bus is well used and internet access can now be obtained. The present driver of the bus is also a youth worker who can provide cover for youth club if required. 

Cllr Culyer and Cllr Holman left the meeting.  
Discussion took place as to whether the parish council should continue to fund the provision of the 4 Towns Bus to come to the parish. It was resolved by all that if the costs were to be held at their present level, the bus should continue for a further 6 months.  Clerk to write to WCF to advise them of this decision and to chase the invoice for previous sessions. 

Cllr Culyer and Cllr Holman returned to the meeting.     
e) Winer/diner Bluebell Way – Following the police survey, it is apparent that there is not majority support for the winer diner going into the play area at Bluebell Way. Discussion took place as to what to do with the winer diner. It was felt that it should be placed somewhere where it is likely to be used and appreciated. After full discussion it was resolved by a majority with 1 abstention that the winer diner should be placed at Werel’s Loke.       
Residents who live close to the Bluebell Way play area advised that cycles are parking on the concrete pad. 
The chairman asked residents to ensure that any incidents of anti social behaviour are reported to the police. 
4. Clerks Report and correspondence received. 
Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes and in addition comment was made on the following;

6. Feedback from meetings attended. 

a) SORR – Cllr Tucker advised that there was no new information following the latest SORR meeting.  
b) WNCB Rep – In the absence of Cllr Rogers, Cllr Culyer advised that the Grant form will be forwarded to the WNCB once the draft has been agreed by Council. 
c) SNT meeting – The Ellough Industrial Estate is one of the SNT priorities at present. Each tasking group meeting decides which issues are priorities. If the council has any issues, these can be put forward to be considered. It was suggested that during school holidays a watch should be kept on anti social behaviour and damage caused to play areas/ bus shelters etc. 

The next meeting is 9th September 2009.  Council offered the parish council notice boards to promote the SNT. 
The Community Cashback fund is available as a means of Grant Aid and the SNT need to receive bids by 2nd August 2009.  It was suggested that this could be used for funding to the youth club, youth worker, 4 Towns Bus etc. 
O2 has teamed up with Beach radio to provide grant funding.  

d) Salc Area meeting  - No report  

e) Garden Competition – 4 entries to date. 

f) Activities at school -  Councillors thanked the Middle School for the invitation to the summer concerts which were excellent. 
g) Local Strategic Partnership -  No report 
h) WDC Community Board Workshops – Community Boards are being piloted and will bring decision making to a local level. In Suffolk there is presently no format for the boards being proposed. Council resolved that it would wish to be represented on the new Boards. 

i)Play area working party – The working party had met to consider the requests within the parish plan. The recommendation to council was to provide a climber for All Saints Green and a trim trail for Park Drive. After discussion it was resolved that agreement in principle would be given to this and that funding should be initially sought from possible grant providers including Locality Budget and WCF. Quotes are to be obtained for this equipment. 
j) WDC Community Engagement Street Meets – no report. 

k) WCF – no meeting held 

l) Councilllor surgeries – no report.   

7. Finance
a) Internal Audit – This has been carried out for 08/09 and the documentation forwarded to BDO. 

It was noted that a council in Norfolk had received a bill for £9,000 from an auditor for work involved in dealing with their accounts. 
b)  Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.  

c) Locality Budget – An application will be made towards play equipment as detailed above. 
8. Councillors items not on agenda. 

a) Dog Bin at Ashdale Drive – A request has been made for a bin in the Ashdale Drive area as there is no bin along  the route until Park Drive. After discussion council resolved not to purchase an extra bin at the present time. 

b) Bin at Woodfield Park is still broken. 

c) Village Sign – it was noted that the bolts at the bottom of the sign are exposed. The Chairman offered to try and get rubber covers for them. 

d) Bus stop sign Ashdale Drive – one of the signs is still not correct and SCC are dealing with this matter.
