The outer London suburb of Harrow in Middlesex is a great place to stay, being very accessible to Central London, whilst enjoying a good local area with many places to visit close by too.

It is 15 mins walk to the station with direct mainline trains into London Euston-12 mins, West brompton-20mins, or on the underground, Bakerloo line into Paddington & Piccadilly Circus.  There are local buses into Harrow & Watford.

The nearest shops are Waitrose, Iceland & Tesco Express all about ½ a mile away. There are a selection of eating places all within 15 mins walk, The ‘Duck in the Pond’ pub, ISHQ restaurant, Pizza Hut & many other ethnic restaurants & take-aways.
This semi-detached 1920’s house is located in Wealdstone, in a fairly quiet crescent in a residential area of Harrow.
