Planning Application 3021/07 Use of land for the erection of 12 dwellings (existing poultry unit to be demolished and removed from site) Land at Hall Farm, Norwich Road, Barham

Mr Roach and Mr Fox explained the 3 reasons why this application had been refused previously a) the whole area is regarded as countryside, b) the proposal put forward was not sufficiently dense c) the access was not suitable.   In this new application, they have addressed those issues by reducing the size of the area for housing, leaving an area of countryside as a green area and making a more suitable access.

Points raised by members: 

The Parish Council or the Woodland Trust could be responsible for the countryside section (any creative ideas welcomed) or possibly consider allotments.


The access road was considered too narrow.  Mr Roach, however, said this would be made up to SCC specification as the land was available.


It was noted that after permission is granted, the land would be sold to a developer who may well change the layout.


All members agreed they have no objections to this application.

4.
 Planning Application 3300/07 Residential development comprising of 38 dwellings including 16 affordable units.  Former site of Country Cottage Cooked Meats Ltd, Old Norwich Road, Barham


On studying the layout, the committee considered that plots 11,12,13,14,and 15 should be moved so that the area of green space can be sited in that area, i.e. behind the Sorrel Horse.    The Public House is a community facility and at present enjoys an open view.   This will be obliterated if houses are erected in that area.

Improvements to footpath near Old Rectory Nursing Home:


Concern was expressed that the proposed path will encroach onto the road, unless it is the intention to take some of the garden of No. 1.   Letter to be sent to Environment and Transport with a copy to John Field.

Gipping Valley Footpath:   A letter from West Area Rights of Way Officer to establish land ownership along the Gipping Valley Path.  It was thought Mr Few of Stowmarket Road may be able to help
