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This is a fairly small 4 storey end-terraced council house built 20 years ago. It was well designed to fit in with the 18th century town houses and 19th century alms house that make up this traffic-free street in London. It is actually located on the edge of the City of London in the historic district of Spitalfields. 

This is a wonderful place to stay in London, being close to the heart of our capital city. It is just 50 yards from Brick Lane and  within a 2 minute walk there are 5 markets covering vintage, high fashion, food, designer and tourist tat, A local small Tesco is 100 yards away but there are more exclusive delis nearby including the famous ‘Poppies’ fish and chips.
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 But this is also ideal for art & theatre lovers, and is fascinating just to wander around these very historic streets that were home to many famous Jewish people in particular as well as the Huguenot silk weavers. Today you are likely to meet famous artists, as well as many Bengalis who began to settle in the area in the 1970’s
It is probably best suited to people who are pretty mobile as there are flights of stairs, although these are not too difficult. There is even a small enclosed and lovely garden. It is not the best choice for insomniacs, as by the nature of its great position, this is not a quiet street!  It is not necessary to have a car, in fact much better not to, as parking is difficult. Public transport, bus & tube are good; and taxis not too expensive for short journeys. Tesco is close by, as are a huge choice of eating & drinking places.

Christ Church Spitalfields is an Anglican church which has an early BCP service followed at 10-30 am by a more informal evangelical service which is generally attended by 60/70 people, usually younger age groups.
