MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF WORLINGHAM PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 8TH MARCH 2011 AT 7.00PM AT THE WORLINGHAM MIDDLE SCHOOL

1) Apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from PCSO Le Surf, and SCC Cllr Punt.

2) Declarations of Interest 
Cllr Holman declared a personal interest in the planning application at 18 Pine Tree Close. 
3)  Minutes of the previous meeting. 
It was resolved by all that the Chairman could sign the minutes of the previous meeting held on 8th February 2011 as correct. 

Meeting Opened to the public 

a) Police
PCSO Le Surf provided the crime report and advised that there had been 2 incidents since the last report.  
Re Hillside Ave parking issues – See police report. PCSO Le Surf advised that the problem seems to be with lorries/vans who park on the verge to go to the shops.  The concerned resident advises that the One Stop have been very obliging and that the lorries going to the shops do not park on the verge.  
SCC advises that the restriction lines will be repainted.

Re trees / bollards on the verge – discussion took place about the possibility of trees/bollards - SCC advise that they could seek permission for trees, which they would prefer to bollards. Council asked whether tree stumps/ gravel etc could also be considered.

c)  WDC 
No Report.  
d) Public 
Residents made the following comments/observations; 
· Manhole cover has now been repaired – this has been outstanding since Sep 10. 

· Public asked for an update on the MUGA – Chair advised that WDC had now put this out to tender. 

· House on Ellough Road that needs attention as per previous minutes – clerk advised that this matter has been placed with WDC. 

· VAS – resident advised that cars coming in from the Marsh Lane roundabout are usually going slower as they enter the village, and perhaps there would be a location of higher priority elsewhere in the village.  

Public session closed 7.52pm. 
4) Chairman’s report  
SCC NSD
School crossing patrols – as soon as Cllr Punt is available a meeting will be set up with the schools and SCC to consider this matter further. 
Youth – Young Suffolk are looking at trying to run the youth club project in Worlingham. They have £1k of funding and are now looking for volunteers. 

Cllr Holman will stay on as Treasurer, and Mr and Mrs Culyer will remain as volunteers. 
Waste transfer site at Beccles – this will now have a stay of execution until Nov 11 - WDC are going to fund this for the next 6 months to give time for a longer term solution to be found. 

Beccles Library –the future of this library is due for consideration in phase 2 of the library restructure.  

Annual parish meeting – Royal British Legion will attend on 12th April 2011 to give a presentation at the Annual Parish meeting. 
Collaboration with other councils –letters sent out to other parishes suggesting a meeting to discuss working in collaboration on the NSD matters, and asking for a response by the end of March. 
Vehicle Activated Signs – SCC Luke Barber has carried out site visit and has agreed 3 sites – 2 on Lowestoft Road and 1 on Ellough Road. The VAS signs being suggested by SCC state ‘30mph slow down’. Each sign costs £2100 plus vat to include delivery and installation and 5 year guarantee. The products can be installed within 4 – 6 weeks. 
The Chairman proposed that council purchase 3 signs for these agreed locations. After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the purchase of 3 signs.  Purchase to be made through the company suggested by SCC. It was resolved by all that the costs from SCC to site the signs on the lamp posts would also be covered.  All agreed the inclusive costs for the 3 signs.  
5) Clerks report and update on village matters. 

Councillors to see circulation correspondence. 
a) Cllr Surgery – the next surgery is on Wed 6th April – Cllr Hammond Fox and Cllr Holman will attend. 
b) Doctors surgery in Worlingham – letter received from Beccles Medical Centre declining councils request for a meeting to discuss the provision of a surgery in Worlingham. Discussion took place regarding the response and the reasons given for the refusal. 

c) Sandpit Lane – SCC Luke Barber will try to establish a vehicle counter on the road to see how many cars are still using the route.  
d) Community Transport Scheme – Cllr Hammond Fox suggested council could consider asking the bus services to provide a service for early morning cover for residents wishing to go the surgery/hospital. 
e) Section 106 monies from Badger Building estate on Ellough Road – Chris Burgess WDC has advised that he now has a copy of the section 106 agreement for this development and will advise both ourselves and Beccles T C whether any funds are due. 

f) Census 2011 – the census is due to be completed as at 27th March 2011. 

g) SNT – the next meeting is on 6th April 2011. Cllr Risebrow will attend. 

h) Dog Bin – at Oak Ave/Glenwood Drive – this has been installed but the resident has contacted both the parish clerk and WDC about the bin and has requested that this be moved. After full discussion it was resolved that as a bin had been requested for this location it should remain in its present position for the time being. 
i) Outside Gym – Cllr Hammond Fox will meet with Chris Ames WDC to discuss this further. 

j) Councillor Elections – nomination papers provided to all councillors – deadline for their return is midday on 4th April 2011. 

k) Coal Charity – the bank account has been dormant now for 4 years as no income has been received since 2006.  Clerk has written to the Charity Commission to see whether the Charity can be dissolved.     
l) Rural Broadband in Suffolk - conference on 6th April 2011 at Waveney House Hotel – invitation provided to council. 

m) Shed monies being provided by Locality Grant - these have been chased with SCC.  

6) Planning Applications

DC/11/0194/ful – Construction of a house and detached garage at 18 Pine Tree Close by Mr and Mrs Edwards. 

 After full discussion it was resolved by all to refuse this application with the reasons being as per the previous refusals from WDC – Cllrs Cossey and Knights will draft a response.   
7. Reports of meetings attended by Councillors including the following; 

a) SNT  – next meeting April 2011. 

b) SALC representative - the next area meet is on  9th March 2011. 
c) Section 106/ play areas/open space.  No meetings held. 
d) Feedback from courses/ other meetings. Cllr Cossey would like to attend the planning Broads Auth meet on 6th April.  
8) Finance

a) Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.  

9) Matters Arising not dealt with in agenda and questions/ matters for a future agenda 
a) Vehicle Activated Signs – see above 
b) Woodfield Park –  WDC to update council on what they will do regarding the matters outstanding from their walk around the village including the cleaning of the equipment. 
c) Youth club – see above.  
d) Posters on village sign – Sylvia noted that posters had been placed on the white gateways – this to be kept under review. 

e) Bin by middle school  - this needs to be emptied. 

f) Dog Bin at Sandpit Lane – It was suggested that as this area is used by many dog walkers a dog bin should be purchased. After full discussion it was resolved by all to purchase a bin – cost estimate £200. All agreed. 

g) Worlingham Manor – council noted that works were being carried out at the Manor but no details were available as to what was being proposed.

h) Salt spreader – Cllr Knights recommended the purchase of 2  smaller ones as opposed to one large spreader- all agreed. 
i) Cllr Knights is looking into the various alternatives for the  shed purchase – Locality grant has been provided to assist with the purchase.  

j) St Georges Day  - Cllr Hammond Fox  will liaise with the Middle School.  
k) Flower Pots around Village Sign – donation of £60 agreed for flowers/pots to be purchased to be placed around the village sign.
