Minutes of the meeting of Worlingham Parish Council held on Tuesday 8th September  2009 at 7.00pm at the Worlingham Primary School.

2.  To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 14th July  2009.  
On the proposal of Cllr Tucker seconded by Cllr Robbins the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.   

Meeting opened to the public.  
a)  Report from police.  
PCSO Le Surf had prepared a report to advise that since the last meeting there had been 4 domestic incidents, criminal damage to the bus shelter on Garden Lane, 1 criminal damage to a vehicle on Bluebell Way, 1 criminal damage to some goals in Carlford Court, 1 flower pot taken at Copplestone Close and 2 plant pots taken from Garden Lane. 
The chairman asked about the issues at Bluebell Way. The PCSO advised that the police have been patrolling there regularly. Residents should continue to contact the police when incidents occur. 

Councillors noted that overall the incidents in Worlingham appear higher than usual and it was hoped that these were a one off.     
b) Report from SCC Mark Bee.  

There was no member of SCC present. 
c) Report from WDC.  
 
There was no member of WDC present. 
d) Items from members of the public. 
Residents advised that they had liked the newsletter. 
Meeting closed to public contribution.
Cllr Knights arrived at 7.15pm. 

3. Chairman’s Report

a) Meeting venue – The Middle School had voiced concerns about the cleaners having to wait until the council meetings had finished before being able to leave and the fact that the meetings sometimes overrun. Discussion took place as to how to remedy the situation and it was agreed that Cllr Robbins would liase with the school to see if any other system could be implemented.  
b) Annual Report 2009 – Thanks were extended to the clerk for creating the annual report 2009. All present felt that the publication had been professionally presented and the items were of interest. The  members of the public present confirmed that they had enjoyed reading it. The total cost of the newsletter had amounted to 22p per copy. 

Discussion took place as to whether a similar style newsletter should be produced on a regular basis. After full discussion it was agreed that if there were parish council news items to relay then a newsletter would be produced on a quarterly basis probably during September, December, June and April annually.     
c) Parish Plan consultation progress – Various issues highlighted within the parish plan are already being considered. 

· The possibility of having a doctor’s surgery in the parish. Council has met with James Elliott.  
· The requirement for a community facility/ place to meet.  Council await a response from SCC with regard to their intentions for the Primary school site. 
· Transport to Beccles Health Centre. Cllr Culyer will approach Anglian Bus Co. 

· Good Neighbour Scheme. There appeared to be support for this. Meeting to be arranged with Suffolk Acre and  those residents offering to join a scheme. 

· Clubs/societies. Action Plan to be updated. This matter to be considered at the next council meeting. 

d) Village fete – A small working party group has met to consider whether the fete is to be run separately to the parish council. Decision awaited. 
e) QPS – One more item will be required under the Discretionary elements. After full consideration it was resolved to produce a parish council information sheet which could be distributed with the December newsletter. 

The accounts from BDO are still awaited. There has been no response from Lubbock Fine over the previous accounts. Council suggested that a further letter should be sent to Lubbock Fine with a copy to the Audit Commission.  

4. Clerks Report, and correspondence received. 
Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes and in addition comment was made on the following; 
a) Gating Order- Letter from SCC enclosing copy of press notice regarding the proposed Order.    
b) Cycle link from Beccles Town – Worlingham along the Lowestoft Road. 

Councillors considered the map provided showing the proposed route. It was suggested that council should request that the cycle path be extended to link with the other cycle paths in the area. 
c) Correspondence – the correspondence received was read to the meeting including; 

· Standards Board Code of Conduct – Letter sent to all parishes asking that 2 members of the Standards Board come along to a future council meeting to advise councillors of the work that   they carry out and to listen to the council meeting. After discussion it was agreed that a letter should be forwarded to the Standards Committee asking them to clarify the purpose of the visit and to provide details of who would be attending. 

· 20’s Plenty – It has been agreed that these markings will be transferred to the Middle School site rather than placing more markings by the Primary School. 

· Letter from Ellough and Weston PCC asking re fete date for 2010 as there was a clash of dates this year. 
· South Norfolk Council – LDF re Gypsy and Traveller site consultation to 27th October 2009. 

· Sustainable Communities Act – letter asking councils to support the amendment bill. After discussion it was resolved to support as requested. 

Bio – solids – the spreading of the bio – solids along the fields on Ellough Road is causing smell problems again for local residents. WDC advises that it has vsiisted the site and confirms that all procedures are as required. Letter to be sent to Environmental Health about this. 

Wasps Nest – The chairman had been contacted by a resident with regard to a wasp’s nest that was of concern. The wasps nest had been removed and an invoice for approx £40 will be due. 

Village matters – matters brought to the clerks attention have been forwarded to the appropriate authorities for action. 
5) Planning applications. 

DC/09/0658/DRC – Discharge of conditions – construction of 6 new dwellings with garages and ancillary works at Former M J Hales site, Cucumber Lane, Weston.    
After full discussion it was resolved to approve the application but to note that this is close to the proposed southern relief road.  
DC/09/0773/DRC – Discharge of condition 11 contamination mitigation measures on former M j Hales site, Cucumber Lane, by Cucumber Land Ltd.   
After full discussion it was resolved to approve the application. 
DC/09/0678/FUL – First floor front extension and replace existing flat roofs to front and garage with pitched roof at 11A Glenwood Drive, Worlingham. 

After full discussion it was resolved to decline the application as per the working party recommendation as there are presently no properties with first floors along Glenwood Drive and this would be out of character and would affect the street  scene  
DC/09/0627/ARM – Approval of reserved matters following outline permission – construction of 3 storey office block with associated car park and provision of helicopter landing pad at land off Copland Way by Feilden and Mawson.    
After full discussion it was resolved to approve the comments of the working party, to approve the building but to comment that there is an operational airfield within a quarter of a mile. 
DC/09/0711/OUT – Construction of bungalow and vehicular access at land to rear of 21 Hillside Ave by the Worlingham Property Co. 

After full discussion it was resolved to approve the application but to note that the drive will take away parking spaces at what is a very busy area. This could cause some traffic/highway problems.  
DC/09/062/FUL – Replace existing flat roof on semi detached garages with pitched roof at 2 and 4 Orchard Rise by Mr D Carter.   

After full discussion it was resolved to approve the application 
Planning correspondence. 

a)World of planning on 1st October 2009 – Cllr Rogers will attend. 

6. Feedback from meetings attended. 

a) SORR – Cllr Rogers advised that SoRR had originally stated that the paperwork for the Relief Road would be going to consultation in September 2009. However it would now appear that WDC has no paperwork on their files regarding the proposed route. The route would apply to the planning application for the new properties at Cucumber Lane to be considered below.  If such land needs to be part of a compulsory purchase order in due course, this would be very expensive.  

 A meeting has been set up with Wendy Mawer to try and produce some alternative arrangements for Operators Licences. 

b)WNCB Rep – Cllr Rogers had attended a meeting. She was advised that the role of a committee member was to help raise funds. The next meeting is on 9th September 2009. 
The editor asked for details of possible grant providers – Cllr Rogers will suggest that he again contacts Janet Peachy  of WCF who will put him in touch with possible grant providers. 

c) SNT meeting – The next meeting is 9th September 2009. Cllr Tucker asked whether there were any queries that needed taking forward. Council asked if he could clarify what happens when the PCSO’s finish their shifts with regard to staffing.   
d) Garden Competition – The winner was Susan Hellman of All Saints Green and the charity donation is requested for the Macmillan Nursing Trust. Cllr Tucker advised that council may need to consider the situation with regard to regular entries/ winners. 
e) Play areas –Simon Walker WDC advises that the survey at Werel’s Loke will be completed once the area has been cut again. The cut has been scheduled for next week.   He will keep council updated.   
f) WCF – no meeting held 

g) Councillor surgeries – no report.   

7. Finance
a) Insurance Cover including Fidelity Insurance- There is presently £60,000 Fidelity cover in force. After full discussion councillors agreed to retain this figure of cover. 
All other cover was also considered and approved. 

b)Grant applications – Council had previously agreed the use of the Beccles format for grant applications. After full discussion the terms relating to the application form were agreed and it was suggested that the application form could be promoted within our next newsletter and the WNCB.     
c) Audit – See discussion above the accounts still awaited from Lubbock Fine and BDO. 
d) I T Purchase – SALC are having problems obtaining a laptop from their usual supplier. Cllr Culyer offered to obtain 3 quotes for the next meeting.     

e)  Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made including the cheque for £50 for the charity donation to Macmillan Nurses.
