Matters arising:


a) Gipping Valley Surgery update – Mr Morgan, Chairman of the Gipping Valley Support Group reported on the latest situation following two public meetings when things looked fairly optimistic.  However it appears that there are still several issues still to be resolved and therefore no progress has been made.  Mr Morgan urged that as much pressure as possible should be put upon Suffolk NHS and this was confirmed by Mr Redbond. 


b) Barham Picnic Site update:    Mr Girling confirmed that the MSLSP Grant of £8000 has been approved, this being for the Gym Trail and BBQ and seating area.   A further £14625 from S106 funding is also approved for the childrens’ play area.   A meeting is to be arranged with Mr Dickson, Countryside Officer at SCC in order to move the project forward as quickly as possible.


c) Consideration of a dog waste bin in the area of Barham Lakes.  Mr Girling has looked at the area, but considers the bin positioned at the Picnic Site should serve dog walkers needs.   However the situation will be monitored.
