Mendlesham’s Woodland
This woodland was purchased by  Mendlesham Parish Council to benefit the community and celebrate the 2000 Millennium . It is maintained with the help of a group of dedicated local volunteers. New tree planting, creation of wildflower areas, pathways and work to improve the meadowland commenced in 2000 and is ongoing.
Mendlesham Woodland is open to the public. All users are asked to respect and  protect the area to ensure the enjoyment of everyone by:  

· Taking all litter home.

· Do not start fires, discard cigarette ends or matches. 

· No Motorbikes, motorised vehicles or horses permitted. 

· Do not pick wildflowers or break trees.

· Quietly observe rather than interfere with wildlife. 

· Follow signs.
·  Dogs are welcome, provided they are kept on a lead and you clear up after them. 

BE SAFE:

· Consider the weather conditions and if it is safe to enter a woodland.  

· Follow the footpaths and signs.
