Meeting open to the public

Simon Collin from St Edmundsbury Borough Council came to speak to residents regarding the 

green at Millfields. The Clerk had received a number of emails and a letter from residents. 

Some of these were read out and all will be kept on file for anyone who is interested in reading
them. After some discussion the residents in attendance agreed unanimously that there should be no changes made to the current designation of the green area at Millfields. Neither a no balls games sign nor the development of the area was wanted and as such it should remain as an open space for everyone to enjoy. 

The recent installation of the high gate in the play area is causing a problem with the adjacent householder. Youths are climbing through the hedge, and causing damage. The Clerk will arrange for a quote to look at possibly erecting a fence along the outside of the hedge to prevent this.

It was asked if the police could arrange for CCTV surveillance in the play area over night. PCSO Jonny burke will liaise with the Clerk regarding this.

A member of the public suggested that if the play area was locked at night then trespassers could be prosecuted. The Parish council will consider this for future discussion if the problem in the play area continues.

Report of Community Police Officer

PCSO Burke introduced PCSO Gemma Robinson; this was her first Parish Council meeting. There were a total of four crimes in Barningham between 01/06/09 and 01/07/09.The first was a theft from dwelling in Barningham which happened between the 6th and 8th of June.  There is no publicity on this crime so no further details can be given. On the weekend of the 13th and 14th June, there was criminal damage to a dwelling named Vanjella on Mill Road in Barningham.   Overnight, damage was caused to a secure window situated at the front of the bungalow.  The window was struck with an unknown object causing the window to shatter. On the 14th June, there was an assault occasioning ABH in Barningham.  There is no publicity on this crime.

On Friday 26th June, there was an arson offence on the pavement outside the Royal George pub on Church Road.  A flammable liquid was poured over the pavement and across the entrance to the pub car park and then set alight.  The offender has been arrested for the offence and is on police bail pending further enquiries.

A bit if advice. Please ensure all sheds are kept locked, you could also consider buying a shed alarm, approx £10 from DIY stores.  Keep all sellable items secure, for example strimmers and lawn mowers.  These will be desirable items for any thief with the summer months upon us. 

We are holding an open meeting in Barningham village hall on Wednesday the 8th July at 8pm.  There will be free property marking on any items, for example mobile phones, bikes etc.

It will also be a good opportunity to meet a member of your Safer Neighbourhood Team and the Community Watch Liaison Officers.  If you have any issues or concerns in your community and want to do something about it then come along and have a chat with us.  You can also pick up some free crime reduction information.

8.1 Chairman 

8.1.1 Play area Equipment Spares

The Chairman, Clerk and Village caretaker has a meeting with G.B. sports and Leisure. In addition to providing spares quickly and at competitive prices they suggested that we try a different sort of toddler swing, to see if this is more robust. It was agreed to order a ‘J Hook cradle seat, to replace the damaged swing in the play area. The Chairman and Caretaker also had a meeting with the original suppliers, Playdale.  He is going to talk to their technical expert and we may have to have a site meeting with them. We have asked for alternatives to the antiwraps including non flexible chains on the swings which would prevent them being wrapped round. Regarding the toddlers swing, these are standard equipment and he has never seen one damaged as ours was. He will get back to us once he has taken further advice.

Unfortunately the primary School was unable to help with our request to have one of the CCTV cameras overlooking the lay-by. This was due to the fact that the cameras they have are only on at certain times and cannot be moved.
