1)Nominations for Chairman 2010/11

Michael Culyer was nominated as Chairman 2010/11. There were no other nominations. It was resolved by all that Cllr Culyer would be elected Chairman for 2010/11.
2)Apologies for absence.

2a)Declarations of Interest

Cllr Rogers declared a personal interest in items relating to SORR. 
Cllr Robbins declared a personal interest in the planning application relating to Garden Lane. 
3)Nomination for Vice Chairman 2010/11
Gwen Rogers was nominated for Vice Chairman 2010/11. There were no other nominations. It was resolved by all to elect Gwen Rogers as Vice Chairman for 2010/11.  
4)Code of Conduct 

There are no amendments to the Code of Conduct to note. 

5)Pecuniary Interests 

Councillors were reminded of the requirement to update their pecuniary interests as appropriate. 

6)Standing Orders 

There are no amendments to the model Standing Orders. It was resolved by all that the existing standing orders are still appropriate.

9)Councillor Areas
It was suggested that the formal councillor areas could be ended as councillors now deal with specific matters rather than specific areas. Cllr Cossey advised that he would still wish to look after Woodfield Park. Discussion took place regarding the areas. It was agreed that this would be considered at a future meeting.  
10)To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held 13th April 2010.

On the proposal of Cllr Culyer, seconded by Cllr Holman, the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.
Meeting opened to the public.

a) Report from police.
Report from police received. There had been no matters reported as crimes at Bluebell Way.  Discussion took place regarding reporting ‘event’s as well as ‘crimes’ in the police report. Police will assess whether this information is readily available and whether it could be provided each month. 

The police advised that they were now working out of Hubs and that no response officers were now based at Beccles. 

Cllr Cossey advised that he called the police last week and it took 33 minutes for them to arrive. 

b) Report from SCC

Cllr Punt advised that the gateways are ready and the signs for the gateways are on order. 
Roundels on road will be carried out as well. 
Budget exists through ‘Quality of Life’ scheme for drop kerbs. 

Pedestrian Crossing – Lowestoft Road – this should be installed at the end of the summer holidays. Cllr Punt will keep in contact with the engineers to ensure that this occurs. 

Bluebell Way Play area – improvements are required. Cllr Duce will be asked to assist with this matter. 

Cllr Punt advised that he will visit both schools to introduce himself. 
Trees at Woodfield Park – Cllr Punt will visit the site to see what work has been carried out. 
Councillors mentioned that the vegetation needs cutting back on the Marsh Lane/ Lowestoft Road cycle route as visibility is now poor.  

Area at back of Fairmile Close. The area has still not been cleared as WDC advise that land ownership is not known.      

c) Report from WDC.

Cllr Duce advised the meeting of the work that he has carried out for WDC over the past 12 months. 

Thanks were extended to Cllr Duce for the work carried out.  
d) Items from members of the public. 

A member of the public advised that he had concerns regarding the planning application for 10 new angling platforms at Marsh Lane – the resident advised that there are concerns with regard to the level crossing as it is not suitable for increased volumes of people using it. Cllr Punt advised that this would be a Network Rail matter. He will liaise with the resident. 
Resident advised that there were issues regarding parking at Manor Close   - police took details and they will consider the matter further. 

Meeting closed to public contribution.  
11). Chairman’s Report 
Annual Parish Meeting – The presentation by MAGPAS had been well received. Thanks were extended to MAGPAS for attending.  
Parish Plan – Halesworth Community Car Scheme /The Good Neighbour Scheme have invited the parish council to their AGM on 9th June. Consideration will then be given as to whether there is any help that they could provide for a Worlingham Good Neighbour Scheme. Cllr Pike and John Coulson will attend.  
 Annual Report needs to be produced. It was suggested that this be delivered in August instead of an INSIGHT and that it is in the same format as 2009. All agreed.   
Communications – INSIGHT – no adverse comments received from residents re its product design etc. 
Anglia Print advise that 12 advertisers and 3 residents had contacted them re the lack of printing quality of INSIGHT compared to GRAPEVINE and the fact that as they were delivered together it would suggest that the 2 were both printed by Anglia Print.   Clerk advised the meeting that INSIGHT is presently photocopied to keep costs down, and is then folded and bundled by hand. 

Discussion took place. 3 quotes have been obtained from printers for printing the magazine. In view of the alleged complaints it was agreed that INSIGHT would be printed by Anglia Print for the next month. Situation then to be reviewed.  
Discussion took place about the longer term delivery of the Newsletter and it was agreed to also discuss this at a future meeting.    

c) Memorial Seat and Tree – Quote for installation of seat received from a SCC accredited contractor as required by Highways. Quote £650.48. It was agreed by all to approve the quote. Purchase and installation of seat and a plaque agreed by all. 
d) Councillor vacancy – It has been agreed by the family that Roger’s councillor position can be advertised in the next newsletter.  
e) Litter Pick 22nd May 2010 – WDC has agreed to collect any rubbish sacks after the event.  

f) Cllr Surgery – Cllrs Robbins, Hammond – Fox and Pike will attend the next surgery. 
f) Bus shelters - Garden lane – one pane has broken again. Police have been advised. 

 Other bus shelters have graffiti on them – volunteers to be sought in next Newsletter to help with such matters. Police to be asked to keep an eye on these places whilst they walk the area.  

g) Legacy of Worlingham – Cllr Holman offered to put this on disk for anyone who would like one. Quoted to be obtained for having 4 copies printed. 

h) QPS – Cllrs Holman and Culyer are to produce an information leaflet on the work of the parish council.   

i) Police – Locality Budget grant has been approved for 1 salt bin and a bin at Woodfield Park. 

Cllr Rogers left at 8.30pm. 

12)) Planning applications. 
DC/10/0249/FUL – Construction of  a two storey side extension at 48 Rowan Way by Mrs C Storer. 
After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the application.
DC/10/0497/FUL – Construction of a rear conservatory at 27a Garden Lane by Mr Miller. 
After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the application. 

DC/10/0360/ARM- Approval of reserved matters of outline application. DC/09/0711/out land at rear of 21 Hillside Ave.    
After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the application. 

Broads Authority – application been submitted fir 10 new angling platforms at Worlingham Staithe.  To be considered by Broads Auth. Concern was expressed about the increase in traffic that this may bring to Marsh Lane. This to be noted on the parish council response to the application. It was resolved by all to approve the application with this as a note.  

Cllr Punt offered to carry out a site visit to see what the issues may be. It was also noted that extra rubbish bins will be needed if the application is successful  

WDC Decisions

World of Planning – Dates advised to council. 

Discussion took place regarding the conditions placed on the planning application for the sky diving operation at Ellough. Mention was made that the landing area does not always seem to be adhered to.    

Lake Lothing Consultation – to 4th June 2010.

b) SNT –Bluebell Way is still a priority area.  

Quotes for modifying play area equipment to be chased. 
d) Councillor Surgery – one person had attended regarding the parking at Manor Close. 
e) WCF/ RCP – No meeting held.
f) Salc meeting – next area meeting is 10th June 2010.  
g) Activities at school – Cllrs Rogers and Hammond-Fox had spoken to the schools about St Georges Day. The Middle School had carried out some work and Cllr Rogers and Hammond Fox had judged the entries. It was resolved by all to reimburse Cllr Hammond Fox £90 for prizes given out.
h) Fete 2010 – Arrangements are going well. There will be an entry fee this year. Volunteers are still needed for the day. Parish council will have a stand. It was suggested that the Good Neighbour Scheme could be promoted. 

14)Finance

a)  Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.  

b) Grant requests – A request has been received from Halesworth Community Car Scheme – this to be held onto until after their AGM which is being held on 9th June, which council is attending. 

c) Internal Auditor – It was agreed that the internal auditor would continue as at present. 

d) RFO – it was resolved by all that the clerk should remain as the RFO. 

e) Bank signatories – will be updated with the new councillors. 
f) Accounts 2009/2010 – copy made available for all councillors. To be considered and signed off at next meeting. 

g) Audit documentation – received. To be considered at a future meeting. 

15) Matters Arising not dealt with in agenda and questions/ matters for a future agenda. 
· Section 106 monies for Woodfield Park – what has happened re the drainage improvements which were to be funded by £7k that Cllr Duce had received confirmation had been available? Ensure that the monies are still available to do these works. 

· Sand is now urgently required under the zip wire. 

· Rowan Way footpath lights – should these still be left on. Cllr Cossey will ask Mrs French what she would prefer. 

· Worlingham Community Award – some monies have been made available for the benefit of the residents – ask for ideas from Middle School and through Insight. 

· Grass around village sign – it was suggested that plants could be placed around the base. WDC cut the grass last year but no one has done it yet this year. Cllr Holman offered to strim the area. Resident offered to place pots around the base and to tender the area. 
· Park Drive/ Hawthorne Close – refuse lorries are backing over the grass verge. Waveney Norse to be advised.
