Salt Cay is a tiny island of 70 inhabitants, making up one of the Turks and Caicos Islands in the wonderful Caribbean, British West Indies.

Once the centre of the world’s salt industry this stunningly beautiful island is edged with white beaches and azure waters. It provides spectacular snorkelling and diving opportunities having many kinds of exotic fish and under-water life.  Fauna and wildlife are abundant and includes ospreys, iguanas and humming birds, while donkeys and cows roam free.  Transport is generally by golf carts or bicycles, and there are a very few cars on the island. 

The owners describe this as an island conducive to people who want to completely get away from it all. It is quiet, secluded and private. The temperature is a constant 80 degrees, all year round. 

The website gives a feel to this magical place with its 4 churches and fascinating architecture. (web address below)

This home is the oldest house on the island and is centrally located right on the quaint harbour. Built in the early 1800’s it is a detached Saltrakers mansion, standing in approximately 2 acres of land with tamarind and date trees. It consists of three double bedrooms all ensuite, 1 studio apartment, living room, sun/dining room, kitchen and upstairs area with wrap round deck with views of the ocean at the front and the salt ponds at the back. Therefore you get the sun up at the back in the morning and sundown over the ocean at night. Sometimes you will see whales going past and enormous cruise ships. A swimming pool is planned for the near future, but in any case they are just 60 metres from the beach. Garden furniture and a small barbecue are available.  Also available for house swapper’s use are several bicycles, golf cart and truck. The few shops and eating places are all within walking distance.

Mount Zion Baptist church has all its services in English; this is an English speaking island.  It is one of 4 churches serving this small community, and about 6 people gather here for a fairly traditional time of worship.
