Minutes of the meeting of Worlingham Parish Council held on Tuesday 9th June 2009 at 7.00pm at the Worlingham Middle School.

1a. Declarations of Interest 
Cllr Rogers declared a personal interest in SORR.

2.  To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 12th May  2009.  
On the proposal of Cllr Holman, seconded by Cllr Rogers, the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.   

Meeting opened to the public.  
a)  Report from police.  
PCSO Le Surf advised that there had been 7 crimes since 9th May 09. 
1 was an assault 

2 were domestic incidents

1 was the theft of a flower pot

1 person caused a danger to road users – a stinger device had been placed on College Lane in a black bag to cause damage to traffic. 

5 windows had been damaged at the Middle School
There had been an incident of a drink driver on College Lane.    

Neither PCSO Le Surf nor PCSO Lee will be available for the July meeting. 

PCSO Le Surf advised that she had carried out house to house enquiries re the winer diner going into the play area at Bluebell Way. Of the 26 houses contacted, 19 had responded with 11 against the winer diner being placed there, 5 in favour and 3 were undecided. 

The matter will be discussed again at the next council meeting. 

Thanks were extended to PCSO Le Surf for doing the survey.   
PCSO Le Surf advised that there had been no reported incidents of anti social behaviour at Bluebell Way.  Residents had been advised again by PCSO Le Surf to contact the police if they had any issues. 

There had been no incidents recorded  to date at Rowan Way although it was believed there may have been an incident last night. 

Questions to the police 

 The police were asked to keep a watch on the Woodfield Park play area as older youths were congregating there.     
The Police were asked whether dogs should be on a lead on the open space at Woodfield Park - Police advised that dogs must be kept on a lead in open public areas and must be under proper control. 
Action – Cllr Punt will find out whether there are any signs that could be put on the lamp posts in the park as residents may not be aware of  this. 

Cllr Punt advised that there is a phone number that  can be phoned anonymously if people wish to report anyone leaving dog foul on pavements. Cllr Punt will advise of the number.    

b) Report from SCC Cllr Punt. 

Cllr Punt advised that he had been elected as the Suffolk County Councillor in the recent elections. Cllr Punt advised that he was happy to be contacted by residents direct on 01502 575518, and to visit residents in their homes.  

Cllr Punt and Cllr Bee are the 2 county councillors for the area – Cllr Bee had offered to  be the county councillor connected to Worlingham and he will attend the meetings in the future. If for some reason he cannot attend, Cllr Punt will attend instead.   Cllr Bee and Cllr Punt to be sent minutes of the council meetings.   
Cllr Punt advised of some of the issues that residents had mentioned to him whilst he was canvassing – these included; lack of community facilities, southern relief road, parking issues at Fairmile Close, Paddocks Green at school finishing time, speeding along Garden Lane, traffic going through Worlingham to Beccles.    
Questions
Cllr Rogers asked whether there had been any update on the proposed cycle path to Ellough. 
Cllr Punt advised that he was not aware of this matter but will attempt to ascertain what is happening. 

c) Report from WDC 
 
In the absence of WDC councillors, Cllr Punt who is also a WDC councillor advised that  planning applications are low at present. 

Beccles Pool will not open again this year – there are many health and safety issues and WDC have a budget of £25,000 which they will pass onto the lido group if they 
can show that have a competent  plan. 
Cllr Punt is on the project team to get Beccles a new indoor pool with a gym.   
d) Items from members of the public

A resident advised that there is to be a diabetes awareness day on Saturday and the WI, PCT and Lions would like as many people as possible to attend. The pharmacy would like to hold such sessions on a regular basis. 
Thanks were given to the pharmacy for all of their support of  the council  
Meeting closed to public contribution 7.29pm. 
3. Chairman’s Report

a) Parish Plan – A working party has met to discuss how to move the parish plan forward. Several issues are already being dealt with. The action plan will be updated.   
b) Village Sign – Rev Suzie Ellis has been asked to dedicate the new village sign. The WI  advises that they had been aware of the plans for the sign and had been kept informed by the council. Council will advise the WI of the date of the dedication once Rev Ellis confirms her availability. Mr Nourse and Mr Harvey will also be invited as well as all parish councillors, and those suggested by the WI.    
4. Clerks Report and correspondence received. 
Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes and in addition comment was made on the following; 
a)Play areas – The Working party to meet to discuss the views of residents in the parish plan in connection with the proposed new equipment at the play areas. 
Woodfield Park – Simon Walker WDC has been asked to carry out the suggestions of improvements for the draining at Woodfield Park.  

Werel’s Loke – WDC advise that they should have received confirmation by the end of July of the decision of English Nature as to what the land within the section 106 monies footprint, could be used for.   
b) Gating Order- SCC Peter Ingram  advises that the proposal is now being forwarded to  the legal team. 
Correspondence – the correspondence received was read to the meeting. Action required; 
a) WDC Community Grant Round 2 – WDC have asked whether the council would support the remainder of the community grant funding for 09/10 being provided to the CAB. After full discussion it was resolved that council would support the suggestion for 09/10 but would not wish this to be a one off. 

b) WDC have advised that the Primary School site on Rectory Lane has been suggested to be included within the Site Specific documentation and that the proposal would be for this to be a community facility. Within the parish plan over 80% of residents requested a community facility, whilst only 3% wished for more housing.   After full discussion council confirmed that they would be agreeable to the site being included as per the proposal. 

Cllr Punt agreed that he would support the parish council on this proposal.  Cllr Punt would like to have a look around the local schools.   

c) Waveney Community Forum – Networking Lunch on 14th July 09 – Cllr Rogers will attend. 

d) Local Strategic Partnership Visioning Day 26th June 09 – Cllr Robbins will attend.  
e) WDC Community Engagement Street  Meet – 10th June 09 – councillors will be available to discuss community boards and other issues. Cllr Rogers will attend. 

f) SID Data – SCC confirm that the data dated Oct/ Nov 08 was indeed for the new locations at Park Drive and by the garage. 

PCSO Le Surf advised that community Speedwatch is again being considered in some areas – residents are trained to use the speed guns and advisory letters are sent to motorists exceeding the speed limit. The police locally are not in total favour of the system as they believe it could lead to confrontation. Sgt Howell is instead considering whether the PCSO’s should be trained to use them.    
g) PCT have confirmed that they will attend the council meeting on 14th July regarding the request within the parish plan for a doctor’s surgery in Worlingham. 

h) Statement of Community Engagement – Power of well being – statement will be drafted by the clerk. 

i) SALC Protocol for Public Participation – this will be considered as the need arises for the more  controversial issues. It was felt that    a more informal approach could be retained for regular meetings. It was suggested that if residents attend for the first time, they should be advised of the protocol for the meeting.  

j) Fairmile Close – Resident has complained about the hedging at the back of her property/ footpath to the middle school, encroaching onto her garden and destroying her shed. Andy Wilson-Sutter at WDC has been advised as has Cllr Duce.     

k) SCC Paul Horne advises that he had received comments from residents that the buses could not get alongside the raised kerbs in Glenwood Drive – he has spoken with the bus company and they do not have a problem at all. 

l) Confirmation e mailed to SCC John Goodyear that a cycle route (for cycles and pedestrians) is required for the Ellough Road and not just a pedestrian only route. 

5. Feedback from meetings attended. 

a) Parish Plan open day -  60 - 80 people attended the open day and their priorities were detailed. Clerk to ask the steering group for the comments made by residents. 
The Parish plan volunteers will be kept informed of how the issues within the parish plan are progressing. 

Having considered the action points within the parish plan, council confirmed that many of the points raised were already being progressed.     

Letter of thanks to be noted in the WNCB. 

b) SORR – Cllr Rogers provided council with information regarding the operator’s licenses and how SORR would like councils to be involved with WDC on these. It was agreed that  Cllr Rogers could draft a response in agreement. 

c) Village Fete – next meeting is Monday 15the June at 8pm. 

Councillors were asked to help man a parish council information stall. 

d) Salc Area meeting is due to be held next week. 

e) WNCB representative – E mail received from the WNCB committee requesting details of the ‘areas of expertise that the proposed representatives from the parish council would be able to bring to the work of the committee, …as the present committee members are willing to devote a great deal of time and energy to their individual roles’.  It was resolved that the clerk should respond to the e mail confirming the length of time that Cllr Rogers and Cllr Culyer have been on the parish council and confirm that they are both committed to working for the parish.      
f) SNT rep – the next meeting is on 8th July 09. Council asked whether there was a replacement for P C Harris.  

g) WCF/RCB – next meeting date not yet known. 

h) Councillor surgery – No residents attended. It was suggested that arrows should be placed within the entrance to indicate where the council were.  
i)World of planning – Cllr Rogers and Cllr Hammond-Fox attended. Feedback was provided to council. Strategic Planning at WDC to be forwarded a copy of the parish plan.  
6. Planning 

Applications and correspondence
There were no applications or correspondence for consideration. 
7. Finance
a) Council I T equipment – at present council  do not have its own I T equipment. SALC can arrange laptops, software and other hardware suitable for council use. After full discussion it was resolved that with the increasing work being carried out by councillors, and the clerk, and the councillor surgeries being held, council should purchase a laptop, software and portable hard drive for back  ups. Salc can provide a suitable laptop for £270. All agreed.  
b)  Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.  

c) Village Fete – council was advised that Mark Harrod is sponsoring the event and that a cheque for £500 will be donated.    
Float – it was resolved that the float for the stalls who are working to provide funds for the community/charity would be provided. All other organisations to provide their own float. All agreed. 

d) BDO Audit documentation - Councillors had been provided with the details required within Section 1 and 2 of the BDO audit.      After full discussion of the requirements of each of the sections, the responses were annotated on the form and  it was resolved that  the Chairman and RFO could sign off the sections as required. 

e) Annual Report  – The annual report will be prepared. It was resolved that the clerk and Cllr Holman could produce the report and have the report printed within the allocated precept budget. 

Discussion took place regarding delivery of the annual report – after full discussion and   consultation with residents at the meeting, it was resolved that council would ask a distributor to deliver the report on behalf of the parish council. This was passed by a majority of 5 in favour and one against.   
f) Waveney Community Forum -  Council had agreed to provide a donation of £1000 to the forum in 2 instalments . £500 had already been  paid and the second tranche is now due. After full discussion it was resolved by all that the next £500 could be paid.  
g) SORR donation – SORR had advised that they had not received a donation from the parish. This has already been sent.   

h) Chairman’s Allowance – council resolved that this should be paid as within the budget. A gift will be provided to John Taylor for all of his work within the parish.   
8. Councillors items not on agenda. 

a) Footpath at back of Middle School/ Cedar Drive – the edges have been cut back but not the growth. WDC/ SCC to be informed.  
b) The Middle School has invited councillors to their summer concert. Any councillor who would like to attend is asked to contact Cllr Hammond-Fox.  
c) A resident has requested a bin for Park Drive – to be considered at a future meeting.
