2. Declarations of Interest
Cllr Duce declared an interest in all planning applications. 
Cllr Cossey declared an interest in the proposed bus shelter on Garden Lane. 

3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 12th December 2006
On the proposal of Cllr Duce, seconded by Cllr Dick the minutes were approved and agreed by all.  
4. Items from councillors on matters not on the agenda.

Meeting opened to the public 7.36pm 
5.  Reports, and Questions from the public

a)  Report from P C Harris.                    
In his absence P C Harris had reported that on 21st December a person had been cautioned for being in possession of cannabis. 
b) Report from Cllr Taylor - SCC
No report
c) Report from Cllr Duce - WDC 
 
Regarding the proposed swimming pool in Beccles -  there are meetings tomorrow.  
d) Items from members of the public
a) It was reported that the paths had been cleared of leaves around Sheridan Walk.
b) Residents asked about the result of the consultation for the proposed bus shelter on Garden Lane – it was confirmed that 142 letters had been delivered and that there had been a positive response. Residents asked whether alternatives had been considered and it was confirmed that they had been, and that the WDC Preservation Officer and WDC had considered the matter.     
Meeting closed to public contribution at 8.01pm.  
6. Clerks Report 

Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes, and;   

a) Letter of response from SCC regarding George Westwood Way roundabout read to meeting. 
b) Update from SCC regarding VAS advised to meeting. SCC will keep the Parish Council updated. 
c) SALC – model complaints policy – it was resolved by all to adopt the policy. 

d) NALC – revised Standing Orders – it was resolved with one abstention to adopt the revised documents. 

e) Dates of meetings for 2007/08 – after discussion, dates of meetings for the forthcoming year were confirmed.    
7. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a) Youth Recreation Project – the teen shelter has been installed. Cllr Duce attended whilst all works were carried out at play area. Cllr Duce is carrying out the weekly inspections. A WDC inspection raised a query but Cllr Duce has confirmed to WDC that their queries are not a cause of concern and has corrected their understanding of the works carried out. Councillors were asked to reconsider the decision regarding the moving of the existing football/basketball unit – the Chairman confirmed that the matter had been fully discussed at the time the decision was made. WDC has asked the Council to consider the future management of the whole site – after full discussion it was resolved with one abstention that WDC would be asked to look after the complete site. Disabled swing straps have been supplied direct by WDC. 

b) Woodfield Park Play Area Drainage – Cllr Duce advised that Mr Gallagher at WDC had confirmed to him that £6500 was held by WDC for drainage. Cllr Duce will continue to chase this matter.

Fencing – The owner of the land behind the play area believes that the fencing belongs to WDC.  Clerk to advise WDC.  
c) Other play areas – WDC advise that they could supply and fit recommended dog bins at approx £250 each plus the post kit (if required). It was resolved by all that WDC be asked to supply and fit 4 bins – 2 in All Saints Green grassed area and 2 outside Primary School.  

Tree trimming – it was resolved by all that Mr Crisp be asked to trim the trees at the Park Drive play area. 
Safety matting – it was resolved by all that quotes be obtained for safety matting in the recommended areas, as detailed within the RoSPA report. 

5-a–side goals – It was resolved by all that confirmation be sent to WDC to  confirm that the original suggestion for the position for the proposed 5-a-side goal would be the preferred option at the present time, unless the drainage of the site was carried out when the WDC suggested position would then also be suitable.  
d) Parish Plan – Arrangements to be moved forward for the Parish Plan public meeting on 17th April 2007. 

e) Proposed Bus Shelter, Garden Lane – Cllr Cossey left the meeting. 
It was confirmed that of 142 letters that had been delivered, 90 had been returned. Of these 71 were in support of the shelter with 19 against. The objections included issues relating to the young people, the footpath, safety, and spoiling appearance of wall. Some had suggested re-routing the bus whilst others suggested there was no need for a shelter. It was resolved by all to proceed with the installation of the shelter. The Chairman will send a letter of acknowledgement to those who raised objections.  
Cllr Cossey retuned to  the meeting.     
f) 4 Towns Bus – e mail from Matt Deal copied to all councillors. It was resolved by all that the 4 Towns Bus should be funded to come to Worlingham for max.14 visits over an initial 6 months at approx £120 per visit. Cllr Culyer and the Chairman will visit the Middle School to assess the possibility of the bus being located there. Cllr Culyer to arrange.      

g) Councillor name badges – A template has been designed. It was agreed by all to produce the name badges after the May elections. 
h) Street Map – Councillors provided with an initial quote from F.W.D.P. Text and images would need to be supplied. Clerk was asked to approach WDC regarding images. It was also suggested that such a map could be made into a leaflet. Further information needs to be obtained before considering further, and the Chairman and Cllr Shepherd will gather further information and report back to a future meeting. 

i) Parish Communication – ‘One Suffolk’ are changing the format of the website. 

Regarding the Community magazine – Chairman’s editorial will be published in the next magazine. 

j) War memorial – no action. 
k) Flower beds – it was decided to see whether this issue was raised during the parish plan process. 
l) Worlingham Sign – Gillingham Parish Council had used Capps at Thurton when they had a new village sign made. A mould could be taken from the existing sign. Information is to be obtained from Capps for further consideration. The Women’s Institute to be contacted if/when decision is made regarding the present sign.  
8. Correspondence

9.  Planning Applications.

Cllr Duce left the room.  
DC/06/1370/FUL – Construction of a single storey, rear extension and double garage at 4 Rectory Lane by B and T Mason. 

It was resolved by all to approve the application. 
DC/06/1324/FUL – Construction of a single storey rear extension at 12 Kempton Cross by Mrs J Bull. 
It was resolved by all to approve the application with the comment that ‘the proposed new window to the bedroom is not shown on east elevation - overlooking drive and neighbouring property.’
Cllr Duce returned to the meeting.    
Planning Correspondence
a) WDC Decisions; W8393/13 Worlingham Motor Company granted, W7679/1 102 Ellough Road granted, W2841/9 Tobar granted, W19888 4 Cedar Drive granted.  

b) Site specific allocations – Councillors invited to WDC workshops. Cllr Hammond-Fox and Cllr Knights will attend. A Parish Council response to the consultation will then be formulated.  
10. Meetings attended by Councillors 

Cllr Hammond – Fox reported that she had attended the carol service at the Sir John Leman High School. . 

11. Finance

a) Halifax Bond – The signatories need to be updated but to do this the Bond will need to be closed off. It was resolved by all that the appropriate paperwork should be obtained to close the bond and that rates should be obtained from other banks or building societies. 
b) Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and details of the transfers required and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made. 
c)  Up to date bank statements had not been received an all accounts and it was agreed by all that a reconciliation could be carried out once these were available. 
12. Councillors questions/matters from above. 

a) Community Magazine – Councillors were advised that the £1500 budgeted contribution remaining within the precept would be requested. The community magazine was receiving approx £6500 from advertising revenue whilst printing expenditure was in the region of £8000. The request for funds to be considered on the next agenda.   

b) Rectory Lane bus stop – Mention was made that there is a bus stop on Rectory Lane outside the church hall which does not appear to be used. The clerk was asked to make enquiries.  
c) Bottle banks – The bottle bank at the pub has now been removed. It was understood that there was not now a bottle bank within the village. The clerk was asked to contact WDC for general information regarding bottle banks. 
Cllr Cossey left the meeting at 10.05pm.  
d) Glenwood Drive – The sign had been broken but this has been reported and is now repaired.
