Achievements so far Planning ahead 



The Kettleburgh Green Trust has taken a lead role in discussions with 
Lynda Foster of Natural England to focus on endowment funding.  This 

will require an upfront capital sum sufficient to generate lifetime income streams to provide, in perpetuity, the 
maintenance of the green. The Land Restoration Trust has been set up to address this issue.  These investigations 
are at an early stage but we are optimistic about the outcome.

Inspections should cover the whole of the site - no t 
just the equipment. Pathways, fences, seats etc all  
need to be checked.  

Hierarchy 
A defined system of inspections is recommended for children's playgrounds: 
 
Routine Inspection 
This looks at the site and equipment's (when we get some) basic condition, especially faults due to recent vandalism. Such inspections may be 
carried out by almost anyone but should be recorded on a simple sheet or book and should be carried out against a checklist. Frequency will 
vary with the site and local usage although weekly should be seen as a minimum. I have produced a Method Statement, checklist and record of 
inspection form for these inspections based upon RoSPA’s recommendations. 
 
Being frequent these inspections are probably the most onerous in terms of commitment but the most straightforward to carry out. It would be 
appreciated if a number of volunteers would come forward to be able to ‘spread the load’. 
 
Operational Inspection 
This looks in more detail at the equipment, essentially at vandalism and certain types of minor wear. Such inspections should preferably be 
carried out by someone who has been trained in such inspections and should be recorded. These shall therefore only start when we have 
equipment installed. I have undertaken the training that RoSPA provide and am now an “Operational Inspector” registered with the “Register of 
Play Inspectors International Ltd”. I could therefore carry out such inspections for other playground owners (for a fee which would be donated to 
the Kettleburgh Green Trust) 
 
Annual inspection 
This should be carried out by a specialist not connected with the playground operator or manager. Essentially it looks at vandalism, minor and 
major wear, long-term structural problems, changes in Standard compliance and design practice, risk assessment etc. Such inspections are 
offered by a number of organisations such as RoSPA.  
 
Post-installation inspections 
Such an inspection has been offered by one of the potential suppliers for the playground equipment to be carried out by RoSPA. As RoSPA 
recommend that new playgrounds and equipment should be carefully and independently checked for compliance with claims, specifications and 
installation procedures before being accepted I recommend that we have this carried out (I am not qualified (yet) to carry out these inspections).

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We are coming to the end of our grant funding from the Countryside Agency, with our last 
claim being submitted this week.

covered for 2007, and around £6,000 in the bank. Our next main item of expenditure will be play equipment, and we 
are applying for grants to help with the cost.
