Minutes of a Meeting of the Council held on Monday 9th March, 2009

in the Parish Rooms, Grundisburgh

NOTICES had been posted according with regulations.

In the absence of the Chairman Mrs.Willetts chaired the meeting.

Present:- Messrs. D.Crowe, J.Dunnett, J.Goddard, G.Hartfall, Mrs.J.Bignell, Mrs.J.Crowe, Mrs.A.Garrod, Mrs.Grahn, Mrs.A.Willetts , County Councillor P.Bellfield & 5 members of the public.

1.   Apologies for absence      Messrs.A.Billings, P.Brunning, G. Hartfall, Mrs.N.Brown, 
District Councillor I. Jowers
2.   To receive member’s declarations of interest    No interests were declared.
3.   Minutes - The minutes of the Meeting held on the 12th January, 2009 had been circulated and were therefore taken as read.   It was proposed by Mr.Crowe seconded by Mr.Goddard, to unanimous approval, that these minutes be signed by the Chairman as a true record. 

Matters arising    The Clerk reported:
3.1  Anti Social Behaviour    The follow up meeting of young people’s organisations, police and residents to that held on 27th February, 2008 was held on the 9th February, 2009 – notes of this meeting had been distributed to councillors prior to the meeting.  
3.2  Old School    Mrs.Willetts and the Clerk held a meeting with Tara Howlett, English Rural Housing Association’s Manager Old School flats on the 10th February who has providing posters and editorial for the “News”.    The houses are now managed by Mr.Sam Percy of the Riverside Housing Association.
3.3  The late Mrs.Elizabeth (Liz) Wilden     The Clerk wrote to the family offering the seat on the Village Green as a memorial.   The family have decided not to place a memorial in Grundisburgh but at Wenham, her place of birth.
3.4  Speedwatch     Prior to the meeting a paper detailing the costs to the Council, compiled by Mr.Crowe, had been circulated to councillors.    After discussion Mr.Crowe proposed seconded by Mr.Goddard that the council join the group of villages formed to jointly purchase equipment – the initial cost to the Council would be £990.  .  This was approved three members voting for, three against and three abstaining, the Chair giving her casting vote in favour.  Mr.Crowe was asked to investigate public liability insurance for the operators.   Clopton Parish Council will manage the scheme.  
3.5  Dog Fouling   The Clerk has asked the District Council to install a fido bin next to the Sand Box on Rose Hill.

3.6   Half Moon crossing     Highways Officer Mr.John Goodyear visited the site on the 11th February and met residents living in the area.   He assessed the proposed crossing point which scored highly and is 5th on a list of similar projects.  His plan would involve two crossing points, extending the footpath on the north side and would cost approximately £25,000.   The Parish Council and Debach Enterprises would be asked to contribute.   If approval was given by landowners and the County Council the earliest start would be in the 2010/11 financial year.

3.7  B1079, Reconstruction of Burgh Road Bridge Grundisburgh     The bridge is scheduled for reconstruction within the next four weeks.    The road adjacent to the bridge will be re-surfaced after this work has been carried out.   
4.   Police Matters 
4.1  Policing & Partnership  Mr.Goddard reported that on the 11th February he had attended the second meeting of the Twelve Partners Together [12 PT] Safer Neighbourhood Team Tasking Group [SNT TG].

As reported to the last Council Meeting, there remained the issue of the 12 PT wanting to restrict meetings to bi – monthly while it was understood the Constabulary required meetings on a monthly basis.   It has transpired that it is not the Constabulary but a Home Office requirement and is mandated on every Chief Constable.

That being so, the 12PT will continue to meet bi – monthly and a small sub – group will meet briefly with the Police Sergeant in the intermediate months to review the Priorities.     Mr.Goddard attended the sub – group meeting this morning in view of the continued Priority for Grundisburgh which he felt, as anti social behaviour in the village had declined, may soon be removed.
Mr.Goddard read the following extract from Kesgrave SNT (12PT) Monthly Parish Council Report which had been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting.
“Last but not least, Grundisburgh has seen a dramatic reduction in crime and matters of anti social behaviours since the beginning of the works undertaken by the different agencies reacting to the reports of door knocking and similar events.    Crimes Feb 2009  1  last year 8.   Culpho is untouched by crime.”
The Police have asked a wide range of authorities and organisations for a funding contribution for a campaign to reduce cycle theft.   It is intended to offer cycle coding free for all primary school pupils throughout the 12PT area and it is hoped to be able to make cycle locks available to year 6 pupils before they progress to High Schools where theft is a frequent occurrence.   Locks will be offered at £1 each with sponsorship meeting the shortfall in expense.   The Clerk has received a request from the Police and the Council may wish to consider a contribution of say £50.     Mr.Goddard proposed that the council should contribute this sum but received no support.
Mr.Andrew Clarke of Greenbank South had informed the Clerk that last Friday night his was car broken into and Ipod and mobile phone stolen.   Mr.Goddard read the following Email from Sgt.Richardson. 
“Just to let you know that 3 vehicles were entered in Grundisburgh over the weekend - a mini spree - all 3 three had valuables stolen from within ..... all 3 were reported as being insecure.   Might as well have left a note on the windscreen saying 'steal from me, I'm open tonight'.  This is so incredibly frustrating from my perspective - can I please ask that the Councillors get the message out and about that if people do leave their vehicles unlocked, they WILL risk having their property stolen from within - and they shouldn't leave IPods and phones inside anyway!”


5.   District Councillor’s Report      No report
6.   County Councillor’s Report     Mr.Bellfield reported that due to legal challenges  the Boundary Committee will publish further  proposals on the 19th March and will receive representations on those proposals until the
14th May prior to making its final recommendations public on the 15th July.    The parish council will have to re-submit its response.    In effect the process will be starting all over again.    
County Council elections take place on the 4th June.   Members will initially be elected for two years but this term could be extended if a new unitary council is formed in 2011.

A complaint has been made directly to the County Council by a resident regarding HGV traffic in Wood Farm Lane.    Mrs.Willetts will contact the complainant.

7.3 Paul Garwood & Lucy Nightingale    The Clerk has received a letter from Paul & Lucy reporting that they had been struck by a car and seriously injured near Armstrong’s Bridge on the B1079 whilst  reconnoitring the area for a litter pick.   It was agreed that it was unfortunate that they were injured while trying to help the community and that the Clerk should write to them expressing the council’s sympathy and wishing them a speedy recovery.

7.4  1st Grundisburgh Scouts     Grundisburgh Scout Group are joining with the Explorer Unit to work towards gaining the Environmental Partnership Badge.   This Award is designed to achieve various activities and objectives over a period of time that fulfils the requirements of a Partnership Award.

These activities range from examples such as litter picking, a possible link to tidying up any sites (Millennium meadow could be a possibility in conjunction with John Dunnett) building bird boxes for designated areas in the village, designing posters to create Environmental Awareness, clearing ditches and local streams and any other ideas that might be suggested by Councillors or members of the public.

The troop hope to start and finish this Award by the time of their Annual General Meeting in early July at which the Badge can then be presented to all who have taken part.   Any ideas would be gratefully received. .

The Clerk had already spoken to Phillip Stebbings, Chairman of the Scouts Committee, regarding Explorers help in removing Graffiti on the Playing Field and on the Post Mill Gardens/Meeting Lane footpath.

8.   Grundisburgh & Culpho Village Matters    The Clerk reported:
8.1  Fido Bins   A request has been received for the fido bin in Post Mill Gardens near the Village Hall to be replaced as the bin could not be closed and was claimed to be a potential health hazard. The Clerk would investigate and if the complaint was justified would arrange for a new bin to be installed. 
8.2  Rural Housing Trust    The Trust is winding down its business of developing affordable village housing.  Housing Corporation insistence of eco friendly developments without providing the funding and changes in planning regulations demanding more up front payments have made its survival impossible.   The Clerk wrote to Michael Lord deploring the Trust’s demise.   The status of Ablitts Meadow remains unchanged.   It is owned and managed by RHT’s sister organisation English Rural Housing Association.
8.3  Appointed Councillors  The Local Government & Public Involvement in Health Act 2007 is set to bring changes to the way councils can select its chairman or vice chairman.    It will also allow council’s to make temporary appointments to the council of persons that the council feel would add value to a particular discussion project or issue.   It is envisaged that once selected that person will have the same rights as a councillor in so much that they will be entitled to participate and vote for the period of their appointment.  

A Chairman & Vice chairman can only be appointed from elected members.    This has caused a great deal of controversy and the government has been urged to “look again”.     There has been a certain amount of back tracking and if it comes into force this may not be until 2011.
8.4  What’s on in Grundisburgh News Group     The group now has 98 members which could represents nearly 300 contacts.   It was agreed that the council would underwrite a Summer visit to the Mechanical Music Museum at Cotton.    Two coach trips to art exhibitions in London organised by the Art Club were heavily oversubscribed and there appeared to be a demand for such events emanating from Grundisburgh.   

9.   Parish Plan Action Plan Implementation    The Action Points Progress and Young Persons Progress Report had been circulated to members prior to the meeting.  
Mr.Goddard, Chairman Parish Plan Working Group, said that in May 2007, the Council undertook a Review of the Parish Plan Actions on the basis that there appeared to be a significant amount still to be achieved.

The Review confirmed that position and this resulted in a Working Group being set up to drive the process of achieving the Actions.   The Council will be aware that progress updates have been submitted to subsequent Parish Council meetings.
Each of the Actions has been considered in detail by the Working Group with work undertaken to achieve the aims or to refer it for consideration by the relevant Sub-Committee of the Council, third party organisations or individuals.

Significant progress has been made although there are some Actions still the subject of further work and a few that are considered unachievable at this time. 

As previously indicated, the outcomes of the Working Group's deliberations have now been embodied in the Parish Plan Progress Reports produced by the Clerk.

· requests the Parish Plan Working Group, with the Clerk, further review progress around this September, with a view to providing an update report to the Council at the November meeting.
The Young Persons Action Points Progress Report will be updated by Mrs.Willetts.    Mr.Goddard’s recommendations were unanimously accepted.   
10. Boundary Committee’s Proposals    Following on comments made by County Councillor Bellfield in his report the Clerk said that Locality Boards are being viewed with suspicion as an unnecessary extra tier and could duplicate the work of parish councils.

11.1  County Council Youth Service     Tom Coomber, Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator has arranged  a trip for local youngsters to visit an Ipswich Honda dealer later this month to be conducted by County Council Youth Service.    Mrs.Willetts proposed seconded by Mrs.Garrod, to unanimous approval, that the council should pay £20 for the hire of a mini bus and that £100 should be budgeted for future similar expenses.

11.7  Youth Club  Mrs.Willetts proposed seconded by Mrs.Garrod that the council should award a grant of £480 to pay for 12 months hire of the Village Hall for the Youth Club.    This was approved 8 members voting for and 1 against.   Mr.Dunnett, in voting against the resolution, felt that a similar dispensation should be made to Grundisburgh’s uniformed young people’s organisations.  Mrs.Willetts pointed out that regulations demanded qualified paid leaders for the Youth Club.    It was agreed that if an application was made for grants for the training of leaders of the villages other young people’s organisations it would be sympathetically considered. 
11.8  Budget Report    The Clerk presented the report – copy attached.     

12.  Highway Matters    The Clerk reported that the Roads and Transport Sub Committee had asked for a meeting with Steve Aldous, County Council Highways Officer to discuss various highways issues in the village.  
The Clerk was asked to write to the County Council regarding flooding at the Gull Lane/Stoney Road junction, the poor condition of the pavement by the Dog Green, a lifting grate by “Cornerways”, The Green and the proliferation of more permanent commercial advertising boards on verges, roundabouts etc.
13.  Quality Parish Re-accreditation     The council has successfully completed the re-accreditation process.  
14.  Training 
14.1  Leadership & Chairing Skills Course  21 and 28th February     Mr.Crowe attended this course.
14.2  What’s on the Agenda  24th March, 2009  - 7.00pm    To date no suggested subjects had been received from councillors.
14.3  Clerk’s Training  Day - 3 March, 2009     The Clerk attended this course at the SALC offices.    Subjects covered Economic Downturn, New Legislation Update, Council policies and procedures, New Quality Parish Status Scheme, IT equipment procurement, Training, Local Government Review, Power of Well Being, and Internal Audit.
14.4  Shop Local    A County wide web based data base of local businesses.   The Clerk attended a training session on the Monday 2nd March.    Grundisburgh has been chosen as a pilot scheme.

Training cont…
14.5  Power of Well-Being   An accredited course suitable for councillors and clerks will be held on Monday 
30 March 9.30 - 12.00pm.   This module is designed to help councils meet the requirement for 80% councillors to be trained and to provide clerks with the training required under this order and under the new CiLCA module.   
The Well Being Power was introduced in 2000 to increase local authorities' capability to act on behalf of their areas. It allowed principal local authorities in England and Wales to do anything they consider likely to promote the economic, social and environmental well-being of their area unless explicitly prohibited elsewhere in legislation.     This power now comes to the first tier, parish councils,  of local government that is closest to the community.   In effect it broadens the powers of councils to spend.  

In order to use the well-being power a council must meet the following four conditions:

· a qualified clerk

· a minimum of two-thirds of vacancies on the council filled at the last ordinary election

· 80% of councillors trained in the use of the well being power; and

· published a statement of intent as to community engagement
The Clerk will have to take the section on the Power of Well-Being in the CiLCA qualification as it was not included when he passed the examination in 2004.
The Clerk commented that he couldn’t think of any instance when the council has been prevented from spending money which would be outside its existing powers.  It was agreed, for the moment, not to apply for this status 
15.  Planning Report     Mrs.Willetts reported
15.1  Local Development Framework (LDF)
Since the previous Council Meeting the Clerk received notification from the District Council that 2 sites had been included by mistake in the LDF site specific listing for Grundisburgh    Site 562 adjacent to The Cottage, Woodbridge Road and Site 576 land at and surrounding Grundisburgh House.    Both have been withdrawn. .
15.2  Application approved by Suffolk Coastal District Council
C08/1978 & C08/1979   Abbey Farm, Culpho   Internal and external alterations to utility room including partial removal of chimney breast, erection of porch and alterations to front door.   Listed building & archaeological site.

C08/2188  Westly, Half Moon Lane, Grundisburgh  Erection of pitched roof over existing extension

 

C08/2205 Site of 1&2 Meeting Lane and part rear gardens to 3 to 7 Meeting Lane.  Erection of social housing development comprising 5 houses and seven bungalows, formation of a new shared access road together with associated external works (Nos 1 & 2 to be demolished) 
Mrs.Willetts was unable to attend the District Council’s Development Control Sub Committee which approved this application.     She had been informed that Richard Carter, County Council Highways Officer, had changed his recommendation to refuse after consultation with Cannon Consulting Engineers.   On examining the reports and the reports on the previous application (C/07/2288) for the same number of dwellings which had been refused Mr.Carter’s view appeared to be the only reason that the District Council refused permission before.    She did not see how painting a few white lines at the Meeting Lane/The Green cross roads would make that junction safe.   It is not known exactly what is proposed as the conditions have not been received.   Mrs.Willetts felt that the parish has been let down by the County Council Highways Department and could not understand how can it go from the last reason for refusal “Meeting Lane is in places of insufficient width for 2 cars to pass, has no continuous footways provision and its junction with The Green is sub-standard in width and visibility.  It does not therefore form a suitable access to serve the level of development proposed and would give rise to traffic safety problems contrary to AP27 of the local plan” to approval subject to conditions.   This is a ludicrous decision which will adversely affect the village and a letter of complaint will be sent to both the District and County Councils 
15.3  New applications
C09/ Grundisburgh Primary School  To provide outside recreational all weather cover for the children, to use all year round.   The canopy has no sides and front is made from aluminium and PVC, providing or protection from the sun

C09/0315  17 Post Mill Gardens, Grundisburgh  Erection of single-storey extension.  

 
16.  Annual Parish Meeting Tuesday 21st April, 2009

The Clerk reported that Claire Haddock has agreed to give an illustrated talk about her 6 week medical elective in a Ugandan hospital.   Refreshments would be provided by Maureen Hyde.   The Primary School would be asked to stage an exhibition.   Invitations would be delivered by councillors and the Clerk by the 12th April.   Publicity in the News, Village Green "A” Board & What’s on in Grundisburgh. News Group.      Invitations would also be sent to Farlingaye High School, Grundisburgh Practice and the Primary School.

17.  Public Open Forum    As members of the public wished to address the meeting Mr.Crowe proposed seconded by Mrs.Grahn, to unanimous approval, that the formal meeting be temporarily suspended.        The following items were raised.

· Scouts   The Duck Race will take place on the 18th July, 2009.   The Scouts will remove silt from the stream.   A new Treasurer is needed.

· Speedwatch   Volunteer operators are needed.

18.  Save our Rural Roads Campaign      Mrs.Willetts reported that it had been alleged that new buildings had been erected at Gressingham Foods, Looms Lane, Burgh without planning permission.  The District Council had promised enforcement action in November 2008 but their procrastinating  has lead to them invite a  retrospective planning application.
19.  S.A.L.C. Report     The  Suffolk Coastal Area Meeting clashes with tonight’s meeting.  Apologies sent.
20.  Conservation & Footpaths Report    Mrs.Grahn reported that the Conservation & Footpaths Committee met on the 2nd March, 2009.      

20.1 Millennium Meadow  It is hoped to hold the annual “Summer Stroll” to the Meadow on Wednesday
24th June, 2009.  The teacher in charge of the school’s Nature Club is to be asked to contact John Dunnett to arrange a school visit to the Meadow and Martin Hough to conduct a moth count.   
20.2  Footpath Walks  Mrs.Hobbs has suggested that the walks compiled by Hilary Hills and published in the “News” could be published in book form with a map which could be folded and placed in a “wallet” at the back of the book.   The costs could be funded with profits from sales of the new edition of the Grundisburgh Guide.  It was agreed that this idea should be supported.

20.3  Organised walks dates for 2009 walks     The walks would continue to take place on the 2nd Sunday in the month starting from the Village Green at 2.00pm.    More people willing to lead the walks are needed.

An invitation had been received to visit the Orchid Meadow at Burgh House. 

20.4 Christmas Torchlight Walk 2009   Wednesday 16th December, 2009.    

21.  Millennium Meadow    Mr.Dunnett said that several neighbours had commented on the extensive display of snowdrops.   The large blooms having resulted from the wet 2008 summer.  Hedge management has been completed.  It was necessary to lower the height of much of the main (north) boundary hedge using loppers – a time consuming process.  The new hedge on the south side has been laid.  The £330+ hedge trimmer purchased for work on the hedges when electricity was not available in 2000 has “given up the ghost” and has been replaced by a £260 STHIL petrol driven trimmer – paid for by Mr.Dunnett - volunteering is not cheap.
Four more poplars have been felled in the on-going clearance plan.  It was concerning to discover that three of these 65 feet re-sprouts had serious heart rot and this has obvious health and safety implications.  Thanks are due to Tom Havard whose help allowed this felling to take place. 

In future a Millennium Meadow Report will be included in the Conservation & Footpaths Report. 
22.  Outstanding Items 
22.1  B1079, Reconstruction of Burgh Road Bridge Grundisburgh    The bridge is due to be reconstructed and the road to be re-surfaced during the next four weeks.    This work is required as the existing structure is reaching the end of its useful life and the bridge deck requires replacement, which will maintain the highway network in its current form for future use.  

During the reconstruction the bridge will generally remain open to traffic to minimise disturbance to local communities and the highway network, however a limited duration closure will be necessary to replace the deck.

22.2  Proposed footpaths B1079 Woodbridge Road, Burgh to Grundisburgh, Ipswich Road C323 “Dorney Wood” to Pound Corner Bus Shelter   Mr.John Goodyear, County Council Project wrote on the 24th April, 2004 explaining that these proposed footways had been given a “Two” category.   The County Council are building rural footways strictly in their priority order with Category One schemes being finished first, together with previously committed Category Two’s.  These highest priority or committed schemes make up the County Council’s construction programme for the next three years (up to March 2007).   The delivery of that programme is dependent on the level of funding provided for 2005/6 and 2006/7 matching the anticipated cost of these schemes.  

Mr.Goodyear in an Email to the Clerk dated 21st August, 2006 stated that, due to budgetary constraints, the C323 footpath could not be built out of the local east area budget as was originally hoped and that both this and the Woodbridge Road footpath were unlikely to be built for at least five years. 
22.3   Parish Plan Action Points Progress Report    To be reviewed by the Parish Plan in September 2009 and a report submitted to the council’s November meeting.
23.  Any other business 
23.1  Village Sign     Mr.Youngman will transport the sign to S.C.Pearce of Bredfield for re-furbishment within the next two weeks.

23.2  Village Hall  The Valentines Dance had to be cancelled due to lack of support.   A Fashion Show will be held on the 21st February, 2009.
