
MINUTES of a special Meeting of Great Glemham Parish Council held at 7:00pm on Friday, 8 october 2010 at the Village Hall

These are at present Draft minutes until they are approved at the next Parish Council Meeting

PRESENT  J Cross (Chair), Mrs E Lewis, P Lincoln, Ms C Palmier, N Redman (Hon Clerk).  

APOLOGIES  J Duggan, D McIver, M Runnacles, Mrs G Smith, Inman (all with pre-arranged work or family engagements).  

AMENDMENT TO AGENDA  The Chair announced the agenda would also include discussion of planning application C10/2544 relating to alterations to the Old Chapel.  

MINUTES  The minutes of 197th meeting (10 September 2010) were approved and signed as a true record by the Chair.  

INTERESTS  P Lincoln declared a personal interest in relation to planning application C10/2544 as a neighbouring owner.  This was recorded in the register of interests and the entry was signed by the Chair.  

PLANNING APPLICATION C10/2245 (alterations to outbuildings at The Grove with a view to accommodating a bio-mass boiler to serve both The Grove and Stable Cottage):  The application and supporting papers were studied.  The proposed works were described as "sympathetic" (especially the proposed treatment of the flue) and it was agreed that they would have no detrimental effect on The Grove, which was a listed building.  The use of bio-mass fuels was an appropriate choice given the imminence of "peak oil".  The policies of the district council as planning authority supported renewable energy projects and the conservation of fossil fuels: see especially SP1 and DM24.  The Hon Clerk was instructed to write to the planning authority supporting the proposals as soon as practicable in view of the extension granted by the district council to the parish council.  ACTION - HON CLERK
PLANNING APPLICATION C10/2544 (alterations to The Old Chapel)  The application and supporting papers were studied.  The proposed works were sensible and unobjectionable and the Hon Clerk was instructed to write to the planning authority accordingly.  ACTION - HON CLERK
FINANCE  The Hon Clerk obtained approval (or pre-approval) for the payment of: (1) the second invoice of Mrs Christine Fisher, the landscape architect appointed by the parish council in relation to the design of the Butchers Field community space - £212.82 (out of the ring-fenced part of general funds); (2) the fees for the hire of the village hall for the Community Space Friends' meeting on 21 September 2010 (£10) and this meeting (at going rates); (3) the reduced planning application fee relating to the village hall committee's proposed installation of a Freesat dish (see meeting on 10 September), the amount being paid on account of the village hall grant for 2010/11; (4) the data protection licence (budgeted at £40).  ACTION - HON CLERK
FUTURE MEETINGS  The 198th meeting is to be held on 3 December 2010 at 7:00pm.  The following dates in 2011 were agreed (having been "pencilled in" by the village hall bookings secretary: 18 February; 6 May; 9 September; 25 November.  ACTION - ALL TO NOTE; PL TO PUT ON WEBSITE
AOB (1) The Hon Clerk confirmed that each of Simon Weeks of the "Cookpole Energy Group" and Councillor Colin Hart would come to the meeting on 3 December.  Councillor Hart would outline the "New Strategic Direction".  (2) The Hon Clerk would give to those volunteer "gritters" of roads and paths some advice prepared by the County.  Mrs C Palmier wished to become a volunteer "gritter".  Although the return to the County regarding grit piles had been made, the Chair would work with Mr Abrehart of Pound Farm with a view to indicating on a plan the location of a further proposed grit pile on the bend in Low Road near the entrance to Pound Farm and pass this to the Hon Clerk for the purposes of making a supplementary return.  ACTION - CHAIR  (3) The Hon Clerk noted that the son of the applicant in relation to application C10/2245, Mr Oliver Close-Brooks, was involved in the supply and fitting of bio-mass boilers and it might be worth inviting him to a meeting in 2011 to outline how bio-mass boilers worked and so on.  This might be an appropriate matter to discuss in line with the parish council's interest in sustainability issues.  This was agreed.  ACTION - HON CLERK
