Rosettes/certificates are awarded at the discretion of the
Judges, who may decide not to award three rosettes/certificates in any class with three
entries or less.

All Exhibits must be grown or made by the competitor. In Section F entries must have
been produced within the last 3 years with photographs or artwork produced by

entrant and not entered into a previous Fressingfield Féte.

Any person of any age can enter any class with the exception of specific children’s

classes.

Any Cups awarded (to be held for one year) should be returned to Peter Vincent
before the next Show.

All entries to Sections A and B must be on a white plate or bowl, otherwise a white
paper plate will be substituted.
