4568 Patrick Taylor (Conservation Architect
Patrick Taylor brought along with him an exhibition of the conservation area. He explained that the conservation area in Palgrave was designated by MSDC in 1975
The document being produced is a standard reference point. The Conservation Area will be re-examined in 5 years time. The Parish Council asked about expanding minor areas of the Conservation Area.
4569 Police Report WPC Shadbolt reported that there had been 6 crimes in Palgrave since April with a 50% detection rate. The main target of thefts at the present time is fuel especially heating oil, transit vans are being adapted to transport fuel from tanks, and she advised that if anyone saw a van and occupants looking suspicious to contact the Police. From the 8th July her shifts are changing along with CSO Nick Kegge this means that there should be more police presence in the villages.
Speed checks are still being undertaken in the village and 60% of those caught are local. She ended by saying that she is involved with the school and gives talk on safety and awareness of strangers and also visits sheltered housing to talk about prevention of burglaries.
