8.1 Chairman 

8.1.1 CCTV Quote 

Unfortunately the combined package and ongoing running costs mean that this is an expense the Parish Council feel that they can not justify.  The warranty is only for 1 year and does not cover damage from vandalism etc only for the equipment going wrong. Outside warranty details show there are costs of almost £1000 for de-installation and re-installation. There are no guarantees that the SIM card will work because this is down to the Network Provider (NP), and there is no guarantee that there will be an NP because WCCTV only have to take reasonable steps to find a replacement NP if the original one pulls out or goes bust. No NP means we could only access the pictures on a laptop from 100yds away. It was suggested that we approach the school and enquire if they would be willing, if the Parish Council made a financial contribution, to have one of their cameras overlooking the lay-by. 8.10 Village Caretaker: Steve Wilson 

Mowing and strimming continue at their maximum rate, however, the recent dry weather may slow things a little.  The half-term holiday allowed me access to strim the grassy bank opposite the Royal George. I was able to trim the entire length of the long hedge at Aggies’s Piece as well as opening up some of the more tunnel-like sections of the footpaths there. I have fitted the No Dogs sign to the Play Area entrance gate.  Unfortunately, damage to the play equipment is continuing.  I have had to remove one of the cradle swings as it had become unsafe due to three of its corner posts being ripped out.  I was able to retrieve one of the anti-wrap devices from this swing so we currently have one fully serviceable cradle swing.  The supply of spares continues to be a major issue and I have my doubts as to whether it is sensible to have the maintenance of the Play Area as a Parish Council function. Site meetings to discuss the ongoing problem of spares are being arranged by the Clerk. 
8.11 Cemetery Working Party. 
The working party has produced a draft copy of the Cemetery rules and procedures. This will be circulated amongst the Councillors prior to the July meeting for their approval.

The tree works in the Cemetery have been completed and the new hedge planted.  Unfortunately some of the plants have died. The Clerk will speak to the contractor about this. It was agreed that a replacement fence would be needed along the rear and right hand side of the cemetery.
