MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF WORLINGHAM PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 8TH FEBRUARY 2011 AT 7.00PM AT THE WORLINGHAM MIDDLE SCHOOL

Debbie from Beccles and Bungay Community Transport. 
Agenda 
Presentation from Beccles and Bungay Community Transport – Cllr Hammond-Fox introduced Debbie from the Community Transport Scheme.  Debbie advised that Beccles and Bungay Community Transport group had been in existence since 97. 
There are presently 50 volunteers driving their own cars or who can drive the minibus.
There is also a vehicle that takes a wheelchair. 

In 2010, 300,000 miles were driven by the volunteers and 22,000 passengers from area were helped. Journeys are costed at 30p per mile. Volunteers get 40p. Min fee is £1.40. This is subsidised by SCC and NCC. 
Patients undergoing chemotherapy or radiotherapy are covered and taken to hospital. 

The Community Transport Scheme is based in Bungay – there are 2 phone lines which are operated Monday – Friday and there is a computerised booking and invoice system. 
Trips carried out by the volunteers include taking people to hospital, opticians, friends etc. 
A request for transport from The Community Transport Scheme does need plenty of notice so that the volunteers can be arranged. The minimum notice period is 24hrs and they would   usually need 1 week notice.  
Dial a ride is a door to door service that operates on a Thursday, Friday and Tuesday and which takes people to Beccles, Morrisons, and Tesco etc.  
All drivers are CRB checked and all have to provide 2 references. 
The Transport Scheme operates through a Management Cttee of 8 who meet regularly. 
The Scheme is part funded by NCC, and SCC plus the Scheme does fund raising through a 100 club – This brings in £2k per year.  Donations are still needed. The Scheme does social services work and this is invoiced to social services. It was thought that the need for Community Transport is likely to expand as the bus services decrease. 
Residents of Worlingham – in 2010, 500 passengers from Worlingham were transported within the Scheme. Debbie advised that they could do with more drivers from Worlingham so that the service could be promoted more. 

Debbie was asked who could use the service - if you don’t have a bus service you can ask for a lift so long as you do not have a car.  Leaflets were left by Debbie with details of service being offered and the parish council were asked to publicise the service.  

Cllr Hammond Fox advised that as people will not be able to use a bus now to have bloods 

at the hospital, council may wish to promote the Scheme for this service as well as for other visits. 

The cost of the service is costed from the driver’s home to back to the driver’s home. The administrators do try to get drivers who are close to the applicant. 

Once a person has been dropped off at hospital volunteers are asked to stay up to 3 hours if

people going to be there longer then drivers will do a double run. Sometimes there could

be 2 people in a car which can reduce costs.

Mr Coulson asked about volunteers – there were 40 names of volunteers in the parish plan and Mr Coulson suggested council contact them again. A piece will go in the parish magazine – Debbie will create a piece and send this on to the clerk.  

There is presently no funding coming in from parish councils – but this may need to change if SCC pulls out. 

It was suggested that the clerk could give details to the parish plan volunteers and ask the volunteers to contact Debbie – if there was enough interest it may be possible to hold another meeting at the school. Mr Coulson advised that this system would cover most of the issues within the parish plan and that it could also be regularly advertised in Insight and more volunteers requested. 

Debbie left 7.23pm. 
1) Apologies for absence

There were no apologies for absence.  
2) Declarations of Interest

3) Minutes of the previous meeting. 
It was resolved by all that the Chairman could sign the minutes of the previous meeting. 

Meeting Opened to the public 

a) Police
PCSO Le Surf provided the crime report and advised that there had been 6 incidents since the last report.  

These included criminal damage to patio door at Sycamore Close on 11th Jan which is presently undetected, 2 incidents of harassment,  1 of theft of a wheelie bin in Holly Close between 15 – 17th Jan,  an incident of possession of cannabis on 19th Jan,  and criminal damage to a vehicle on Blything court between 26/27 Jan.  
PCSO Le Surf advised re Sandpit Lane that the signs on the Ellough side were in the wrong place – but noted that the road is very difficult to police as it does go to an industrial estate. 
Smart water – this will be made available to Worlingham residents soon.  Leaflets have been delivered to Werels Loke properties to see what response there is. The police will work their way around the village –the smart water will be provided free - the cost usually is £50 plus vat plus subscription. In Barnby and North Cove only 75 properties took up the offer. 
Cllr Robbins asked about the crime web site – there appears to have been 10 crimes in Beccles and Worlingham – some that we have not heard of.  PCSO Le Surf advised that some of the items on there are not things that council would not be advised of i.e. domestic abuse. 
Re Hillside Ave – Cllr Culyer advised that SCC have offered to consider bollards at Hillside Ave. He advised that to avoid this, the parking restrictions need to be adhered to. PCSO Le Surf advised that with a single line there is no parking between 8am to – 8pm but that the police would not give tickets to lorries who are there to unload for the shops etc. It was suggested that council write to the One Stop to ask lorries not to go over the grass verges. 

Discussion took place regarding asking SCC to put Keep Clear bollards on the verges but it was not thought these would stay there. 

Discussion also took place regarding widening the road and taking the verge away but it was felt that although this could be considered the cost could be prohibitive 


Following the discussions the PCSO was asked to monitor this situation for the next month to try and see what/when the parking issues occur before council made a decision as to a longer term solution. SCC will be asked to repaint the single yellow lines, and the suggested bollards will be considered once a report has been received from the PCSO, and the lines have been reinstated.  PCSO Le Surf offered to go and see the resident at Hillside Ave who is upset by the state of the verges.     
It was also suggested that the One Stop could be asked to leave room for lorries in the car park and to put their own bollards out to leave enough space for them before they arrived.

· A resident asked for an update on the situation with regard to a community facility and advised that there are still people in the village who have volunteered to assist with a community facility and should they be involved now? The Chairman advised that there is nothing that is able to be done at present by others, but that the parish council are working hard to ensure that all options can be made available. The Church Hall is owned by the church. Asking for land from private landowners has been considered. The resident asked that we keep in mind the people who have volunteered and it was suggested that we write again to the volunteers once a year has passed since their last letter. Clerk to note.  

· Gutters in road are full still – SCC have been chased again to action this.  
Public session closed 7.52pm.

School crossing patrols – a meeting will be set up with the schools and SCC to consider this matter further.

DC/11/0039/FUL – single storey rear and side extension at 17 Rowan Way, Worlingham for Mr I Ruddock 
After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the application.  
DC/11/0118/FUL- Insert new windows to facilitate loft conversion at 33 Newland Ave by Mr P Saunders

After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the application.  

DC/10/1691/COU – Change of use to employment uses and construction of access road for Phase 1 of site development at former airfield at land at Benacre Road, Ellough, for Peter Colby Commercials Ltd.   

After full consideration it was resolved to refuse the application on the grounds that there is no infrastructure, dangerous site entrance and access road, agricultural greenfield site, noise disturbance.  

7. Reports of meetings attended by Councillors including the following; 
a) SNT minutes – next meeting April 2011. Minutes of the previous meeting to all Cllrs. 

b) Councillor Surgery Feedback 
- A resident from Hillside Ave had spoken to councillors regarding the grass verges and a lady from Garden Lane opposite school had spoken about the road flooding and that the pavement is beginning to break up. Chase SCC. 

Branches at Hall by bus stop – WDC / SCC to be chased for trim back. 

Resident advised that the property at 125 Ellough Rd is in bad state and that the neighbour next door cannot sell their property due to the state of this one. Clerk to contact WDC.  

Path outside 10 Ashdale Drive – the road / tar is breaking up. 

Glenwood Drive the road is breaking up. 

Large Pot hole Highland Drive/ Highland Ave. 
c) SALC representative - Salc rep – next area meet = 9th March. Venue to be decided. 
d) Section 106/ play areas/open space.  Cllr Knights brought along a salt spreader to show to Cllrs for gritting the paths. Discussion took place regarding gritting pavements and whether the council should purchase a spreader. The prices range from £150 – £300. Trevor offered to have a key to the shed and deliver the spreader to those who require it.   It was resolved by all to allocate a budget of up to £300 to purchase a grit spreader for the pavements.  

Sect 106 – tender doc is out for the MUGA at Werels Loke.  Cllr Culyer suggested that electricity be laid to enable lights go in at any time in the future. 

Sand for zip wire still o/s. 
e) Feedback from courses/ other meetings. Cllr Hammond Fox is meeting the PCT on Thursday and will mention to them about the car scheme. 
8) Finance
a) Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.  

b) Park Drive Play area – quote from SCC received for grass cutting at Park Drive. It was resolved by all to agree the quote of £517.22 plus vat for the same number of cuts as usual – extra cuts will be added as required. 
9) Matters Arising not dealt with in agenda and questions/ matters for a future agenda 
a) Vehicle Activated Signs

b) Parking on roads in village is sometimes dangerous – it was agreed that this is an issue but unless the cars are parked illegally there is nothing that the police can do.  

c) Handy man in village – there has been no response to our requests for a handyman. Council to discuss whether to pay for someone to do the small jobs or whether to try again for Volunteer/s.  
d) Woodfield Park – clerk to write to WDC to ask that the equipment be cleaned. 
e) Jobs in village to go onto future agenda. 
f) Youth club - Cllr Culyer advised re the youth club – the youth club will close due to lack of volunteers/ funding.   The Clerk advised that there is a remit under the parish plan to have activities for the youth of the village. WCF to be approached for finance.   Volunteers though are needed to run the management committee and an article will be provided to go in the B and B and into Grapevine etc – Cllr Culyer will provide the article.  Councillors stated that they were saddened by the impending closure of the youth club as up to 70 youths attended each session.   Hall hire is £30 / night. 
Youth club to be discussed at next meeting.
