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The house itself is in the village spread along an A-road on a ridge but the main part of the house faces the large terraced garden and then beautiful open countryside, so it is very quiet.   
There are some great walks from the doorstep.  There is even a walk to the Denby Pottery Visitor Centre where they have an excellent café. The nearest shop is just across the road, the nearest pub ¼ mile & 3 restaurants in different directions all within 2 miles. (bottom right is view from bedroom window)
 The house has classic high ceilings with cornices etc. as well as an additional  back wing. The lounge comfortably seats 8 people. It has a good piano and a big fireplace where ‘you can have open wood fires if you want to. We have plenty of logs’.  The dining room seats 8 plus and also has a sofa area and room for toys.
