7. SAFER NEIGHBOURHOOD TEAM REPORT

The Clerk read the following statement from the Safer Neighbourhood team:
Every month there will be a tasking meeting held with community partners and outside agencies discussing how to solve problems in your neighbourhood. These will be then selected and dealt with to make quality of life easier for you, organisations, parish councils, businesses and residents in your area.
