The planning committee were not opposed to this application but were keen that any 
 

further development is closely monitored in view of the increasing traffic which 
 

already uses Church Lane.  This application was granted permission.
2584/09 -
Erection of extension to office area and atrium to central courtyard.  Erection of bin 
 

store.  Claydon Court, Old Ipswich Road, Claydon
 

The planning committee supported this application which was subsequently granted 
 

permission.
Appeal – Land to south east of Mockbeggars Hall, Paper Mill Lane, Claydon
Use of land for stationing of 5 holiday units (caravans), construction of access and parking, landscaping and installation of private treatment plant.  
The appeal is taking place on 15 December and Mr Mallitt will be attending.

STREET CLEANING
It was agreed that a dog bin should be provided for Back Lane but, before ordering, Mr Mallitt will see if there is a suitable site.
MSDC had informed the parish council that they had to make budget savings in the next financial year and this would include street cleansing.  Currently MSDC refund Claydon 
10 hours per week at £6 per hour for our street cleaners and they requested that this be reduced to £5 per hour which would mean a reduction of £520 per year.  It was agreed that this was unacceptable as we are already subsidising MSDC by employing our cleaners who work 19 hours per week between them, and as we are the main shopping centre for this rural area street cleansing is very important.

Due to the notice board being vandalised Mr Morgans had spoken to Tom Warne as he had offered to make a sturdy notice board.  We are awaiting a price from Tom Warne and the clerk had also obtained prices in order to make a comparison.  An item will be placed on the January main agenda.

NUCLEAR POWER STATION AT SIZEWELL
The parish council were being kept informed of developments by the Office for Nuclear Development and they will be asked whether the existing pylons are capable of taking the additional power being generated to Bramford.
