6.1

-     Item 5.6 Funding – the Home Office agreed to fund the expenses of ML when accompanying MC
to meetings.  ML thanked the West Midlands and Wales regions who accommodated herself and MC at recent meetings and she also thanked the Home Office for this funding.
· Item 5.8 Casey Review – Following discussions on the Casey Review, Louise Casey agreed to attend the next NHWN scheduled for 14 January 2009 to discuss the community crime fighting proposals.

Web site update – DC reported that to date the web site had received a total of 40,000 unique hits, and there were some very interesting pages which included ‘Not in my Neighbourhood Week’ and JC’s Newsletter.
If DC was forwarded details of County representatives he would produce

a database.
It was an easy web site to add news to and an instruction manual would be produced and circulated to each nominated web manager for each regional area.
It was important to encourage people to log on directly to the web site and receive information direct.

We needed to develop a generic e-mail address.

ML reported that we had received numerous enquiries from potential companies looking to fund the web site.
6.5
Constitution update – JM reported that the Charity Commission were starting a consultation process which was due to finish on 12 December 2008, after which they would be issuing guidelines.  JM/JL to compile something and pass it to DC to put on the website. 
6.6 Update on Regional Visits – MC/ML confirmed that they had completed                       three visits to date and the biggest issue they had encountered was ‘communication’.  It was felt the remaining visits needed to be completed as soon as possible, in order that any problems raised could be tackled and taken to NSGWI.
MG  asked for a copy of the dates of the meetings.

MC hoped that the visits already made had proved useful and supportive.

6.7
Communication ML/DC – ML confirmed that she had the responsibility of keeping up to date the list of force representatives and their deputies, and it was the responsibility of the regional representatives to compile the regional reports and each county or force sends the regional representative their details.  ML then collates the various information.
ML stressed she could only communicate via e-mail.

The issue of membership numbers would be put on the agenda for the next NHWN meeting. ML said it was important to know how many schemes and how many households were in each scheme as the benefits could be enormous.  MC to ask through the NPSGWI for schemes and households to be made available to NHW members and  would add it onto  the list of questions asked which would go out to every force.

Regional Reports – ML reported that she had only received reports from three regions which would be added to the website and confirmed that all reports must be compiled by the date and in the format requested.  She then asked the committee if these reports should continue to be produced and if they were really relevant.
A vote was taken with the majority wishing to see the reports on the website.  Two members voted ‘no’ and one ‘sat on the fence’.
