	4. Matter Arising- 


	· BG gave an update on funding, he had raised the issue at the national meeting in March.  Also discussed the Business Plan and the fact that no money was to be made available to fund NNWA at grassroots level. There was also discussion on the charitable status of NHWN PT raised the issue of insurance, particularly the fact that Suffolk County Council do not recognise the insurance provided for NW by the Home Office. 	· BS raised the issue of the nation PL insurance not appearing to cover children under the age of 16 years, BG said he would look into the matter

· CG raised the matter of SCC apparently not recognising the NW PL insurance and charging for their own PL insurance when erecting signs.  This subject had been raised by PT in numerous e.mails copied to CG.  CG gave an update on guidance sent out by Julie Dennis in Dec 2009.  There was discussion and it was agreed that the SCC insurance was necessary as the signs were erected on Highways property and the overall charge by SCC to erect the signs represented good value for money even if it included a small charge for insurance.
