	2.
	Minutes of 10 June 2009 Meeting and Matters Arising

The minutes were agreed.  

JF advised that he had met again with Edwina Childs who had indicated that she was happy with the direction the LSP was taking.

Project Applications

Safer Schools – LM reported that although one avenue for funding had fallen through she was still hopeful of obtaining funds from other sources.

Kickstart – No further information was available yet regarding the ‘gifting scheme’ but JF had arranged a meeting with the project organisers.

	Proposal regarding Emergency Heart Attack Services in Suffolk – Councillor Mrs E B Gibson-Harries 

Councillor Mrs E B Gibson-Harries was MSDC’s representative on the SCC Health Overview and Scrutiny Committee (HOSC).  Professor Boyle, NHS National Director for Heart Disease and Stroke, had attended a recent meeting of the HOSC and presented plans for a pilot scheme for the proposed change to heart attack services in Suffolk.  The pilot scheme would run for three months from 1 September and would not include Ipswich Hospital.  The air ambulance service would also not be included in the trial in order to see if the proposal would work by road alone.  Patients suffering a heart attack would be taken to, either the Norfolk and Norwich Hospital, Papworth/Addenbrookes in Cambridge or Basildon, with the ambulance service making the decision on destination.  The proposed new service would allow patients to be given a new treatment, PPCI which it was recognised had a greater success rate for survival than that currently used ‘thrombolysis’ combined with treatment at a Coronary Centre of Excellence.

However, the HOSC were concerned that Suffolk had been left with no specialist facility and that the length of travelling time for patients to reach one of the ‘centres for excellence’.  It was felt that this may have been underestimated, particularly in bad weather conditions or in heavy traffic.  

Mid Suffolk residents had expressed great concern at the proposed changes and E G-H felt this had been exacerbated by the lack of communication by the NHS.  Greater efforts should have been made to ensure people understood the proposal and its possible benefits.

She had asked for assurances that that there were no preconceived ideas regarding the proposal and that all data would be made available following the pilot.  This had been confirmed but she felt that the support of the LSP would be helpful in ensuring this happened.

TP suggested a letter should be sent to the PCT asking for the justification for the change to be explained, clarification of the services to remain in Suffolk, an assurance that following the pilot all data would be made available and suggesting improved communication might have alleviated the problem.

	Involving people with disabilities and their carers – Breige Convery
BC advised that the council’s Disability and Equality Scheme had been written in 2006 and was now due for review.  The Council was obliged to involve people with disabilities in this review and had already had talks with OPTUA.  BC was looking at the current Action Plan and for each service area identifying the disability groups affected.  She wished to discuss with them the progress made against the Action Plan and also those areas where no progress had been made. 	Project Applications

JF tabled a summary of the current financial situation following approval of funding or the following projects at the previous LSP Board meeting:  MAP Coordinator; Rural Coffee Caravan; Summer Activity Programme; Safer Schools PCSO; Good Neighbour Scheme; Homeshield+; Community Boards; Broad Band Scoping; and Kickstart.  This left a balance of £29,363.00 revenue and £57,382.65 capital.

	

	
	Red Gables – Improved parking and access (Bob Edwards, MAP)

Requesting £20,000 Capital for resurfacing the car park and £7,500 Capital for the driveway.  This would address concerns re health and safety issues and encourage users who are currently deterred from using the facilities and make it available to a wider spectrum of users.

Agreed to support in principle but requested additional information regarding figures for present and future usage be brought to the next Executive meeting.

	Rattlesden Pavilion (Neil Cole, Rattlesden Community Council)

Requesting £50,000 Capital to complete the construction of the Pavilion.  It was felt that as the project did not benefit the wider community it was not appropriate to give such a large sum.  It was agreed to defer the application and to reconsider the possibility of funding a lesser sum at some time in the future.

	Village Agent (Dr W Gibson, Suffolk ACRE))

Requesting £900 Capital and £15,087 Revenue to recruit two Village Agents to develop and promote access to a wide range of services in a cluster of Mid Suffolk parishes.  The project was considered to be very similar to Homeshield+, which had already received support.  It was felt that this would be replicating the delivery and it was agreed that the success of Homeshield+ should be evaluated after one year and this application reviewed at that time.

	Health Walks (Olive Quinton, Suffolk NHS/SCDC))

Requesting £500 Capital and £6,000 Revenue to develop the Health Walks programme across Mid Suffolk.  It was noted the scheme was already running very successfully in some areas of Suffolk with tangible benefits to users, both health related and social.  Approved unanimously.

	Learning Officer Post and Youth Activity Weekend, MEAL (Katie Sargeant, MEAL))

Requesting £7,500 Revenue re Learning Officer and £3,700 re Activity Weekend to increase the number of young people volunteering in the community.  It was felt the sum requested was high in relation to the prospective increase in volunteers and it was suggested that further information be requested and the application be deferred for consideration at the next Executive Committee meeting..

	Iliffe Way Car Park (Sara Blake, SNT)
