It was RESOLVED that the Council would prefer to have a Carwash at this location rather than the boy racers. The chairman would therefore request that this Application was called into Development Committee and this Council’s views made known.

24, Cats Lane, Great Cornard. Chilton Parish Council did not wish to comment on this Application as the property was so far from the Chilton boundary.

c) Chilton Quarry – It was noted that the second application had been turned down by Suffolk County Council, and Brett had five months to appeal against this decision. The Appeal on the first Planning Application had now been withdrawn and the file on that Application was now closed. There is to be an Inquiry in March relating to all the proposed aggregate sites in Suffolk. The Inspector had set aside a morning, to discuss the Chilton site and would be making an accompanied visit to the site during the Inquiry.

Councillor Bob Manning wished that a vote of thanks was recorded to the Chairman Peter Clifford and to Michael Evans of Cornard Tye Residents Association for all their hard work in organising the Chilton Quarry Campaign. The Chairman also mentioned Dave Crimmin, the Clerk of Newton, who has had a significant contribution to the campaign along with many others.
d) Prolog Site – Councillor Keith Shapely gave members a brief update of the information on the CD Rom being circulated to Councillors about the proposed development.

e) Waste Recycling: Chilton Airfield – It was reported that an Inquiry had taken place and the decision would be made known in January.

f) Untidy: The Carbonels – It was RESOLVED that Councillor Keith Shapely would pursue this matter and report back to Council.
8)  Police Report:
It was RESOLVED that the Police would be contacted to ask for a Police Report as there had been no Police presence at the meeting or report received.
9) Chairman’s Announcements:
a) Sudbury Health Facilities  -  The Chairman gave members a brief update of the current situation, stating that the  PCT’s  current preferred option for new facilities was for re-development of the Walnuttree site, though they had not made it clear to the public that this would mean the complete demolition of the existing buildings.
b) Community Speed Gun – The meeting was informed that the Police had agreed to supervise the first three outing of the proposed Speed Gun when used in Chilton and the Chairman would meet with the other parishes to progress the matter.
c) Babergh Meeting with Parishes in November, 2008 - The Vice Chairman Steve Graham gave a report on the this meeting, stating that the information given was that the new Unitary Councils would be in place before the next general election was due in 2010, though there may be a delay before any announcements are made. Local Community Boards would be set up in rural Suffolk with ours probably comprising Sudbury, Great Cornard and Chilton. Training would be given to Parish Councils to help them provide any new services.

d) Chilton Woods : Community – It was RESOLVED that this Council felt that as any Community Building, which together with all the proposed housing would be in Chilton should be owned and managed by Chilton Parish Council. The Chairman informed members that a meeting to discuss the arrangements for this building were to be held with Sudbury Town Council. Sudbury would be sending three councillors and the Clerk it felt that Chilton should do the same. It was proposed that the Chilton representatives should be the Chairman, Vice and Councillor Keith Shapely and the Council Clerk

11)  Church Matters:
a) Working Parties – It was reported that 10 dead elm trees had been removed the previous weekend and a further 6 were still to be dealt with. The Chairman had removed a silver birch tree from the airfield (part of the planning conditions for the Waste site) to prevent it being destroyed and it was RESOLVED to replant this in the Churchyard. Two graves in the Churchyard were sinking and it was RESOLVED that the Clerk would ascertain whether or not the Council was responsible for these repairs.

b) Church Repairs/ Bulb Planting / Drains – It was reported that a further 2,000 bulbs had been planted in the Churchyard and alongside the approach road.  The Churches Conservation trust had replaced the Church windows and the stain glass was being cleaned. The Christmas Carol Service was well attended as usual with some 90-100 people being in the church. A drain in the Churchyard was blocked (against the Church wall) and it was hoped that the Conservation Trust, would deal with this. A further drain in the approach road was blocked, this was not causing too much of a problem but the Chairman would monitor the situation. The fence had been repaired in several places. Various security measures were being investigated to protect the Church roof. Work to replace the stolen lead was to begin soon.
