Budget for 2011 – 2012
In December Parish Council met to consider its budget for the next year bearing in mind the forthcoming restrictions on spending but also taking into account that Parish Councils may have to take on more responsibilities.

Overall the budget has increased by £490 over last year to £6438 equating to approximately £3.50 per household per year (less than 0.07p per week).  
Council has been able to keep this amount so low by using reserves to cover the cost of the forthcoming election and towards the purchase of extra land for the cemetery.  In turn this money has been accrued over the years by careful use of the precept and by the generosity of residents in carrying out many of the works required such as some of the grass cutting, looking after the village green garden, etc.
Increases for the year show a small rise in the Clerk’s salary, additional training which will be required for any new councillors together with an amount to cover the Housing Needs Survey.
