The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting. 

Agenda

1. Apologies for absence 
No apologies for absence. 
1a) It was resolved by all that Gwen Rogers be co-opted onto the council. Declaration of Acceptance of Office signed.   
2. Declarations of Interest 
Cllr Culyer declared a personal interest in the agenda item regarding a donation request from the Friends of Worlingham Primary School. 

Cllr Burgess declared a prejudicial interest in the agenda item regarding a donation request from the Friends of Worlingham Primary School. 

Cllr Tucker declared a personal interest in the parish plan. 

Cllr Robbins declared a personal interest in the parish plan. 
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 11th September 2007. 
On the proposal of Cllr Burgess, seconded by Cllr Robbins the minutes were agreed by all. 

4. Items from councillors on matters not on the agenda. 
a) Cllr Burgess – Tree - Glenwood Drive, Fencing – 18 Pine Tree Close. 
Meeting opened to the public.  
5.  Reports, and Questions from the public

a)  Report from P C Harris.                    
P C Harris advised that there had been a domestic incident at Holly Close on 13th September. Between 14 – 18th September there were youths seen on the roof at the Middle School. On times between 15 – 22nd September commercial premises were entered on Sandpit Lane, and cash taken. A member of staff admitted the burglaries. There were 2 other assaults in the village.  
P C Harris advised that there had been no burglaries of residential houses this month. However he asked parishioners to be vigilant in view of the clocks changing and dark nights. He suggested that lights should be left on if the property is empty.   

The Safer Neighbourhood Team has a key objective of reducing anti social behaviour and reducing the theft of metals and trailers. The detection rate for the Beccles force is 42.4% whilst the Crime reduction rate is 4.4%. 

Distraction burglaries are still occurring in other parishes. 

P C Harris advised the meeting of the Police Direct Scheme which is a computerised neighbourhood watch system – leaflets were left with details of the scheme.    

b) Report from Cllr Taylor - SCC
Work on the Link Road is progressing with 100% support from the parishes. Encouragement is now being given for individuals to write. Cllr Taylor had received a letter from a resident at The Walnuts complaining of the amount of heavy goods vehicles using the Lowestoft Road. Cllr Taylor requested that details of who residents could write to, be placed in the Community magazine and details would be passed to Cllr Holman for this. 
A working party for the Link Road is to be started and a councillor from Worlingham will be invited to take part. 
Cllr Taylor also advised of the work taking place for the regeneration of the Beccles Bus Station.   

c) Report from WDC 
 
No Report 
d) Items from members of the public
1) Re the second gate required for the play area at Park Drive – a member of the public suggested that a second gate should go into the driveway by the Pump House instead of along Park Drive. Discussion took place regarding the possible position for a gate.  It was suggested that the clerk write to Anglian Water for their view as to whether a gate would be appropriate for the driveway and whether a certain size of gate would be preferable. Discussion took place about putting a barrier on the pavement outside the existing gate on Park Drive, to prevent children running into the road, and the clerk was asked to request quotes/permission from SCC.  

Mention was made of the speed of traffic along Park Drive and P C Harris is to be asked to consider this. 
2) A member of the public advised that the dog bins along Woodland Avenue and Sheridan Walk had been overflowing. The clerk was asked to contact WDC to ensure that the bins are emptied as appropriate.   
Meeting closed to public contribution at 8.01pm.  
6. Clerks Report 

Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes, and;   

a) Mr Playford had advised Cllr Burgess that it was time for him to retire and that he will not therefore be taking on any more works for the Parish Council.   Letter of thanks for the work carried out by Mr Playford over the years to be sent from the council. 
It was suggested that Council express their gratitude for Mr Playford’s work in the Community magazine and ask that any one interested in carrying on these works should contact the clerk. 

b) A number of requests have recently been received for more bins in the village – it was suggested that each councillor should consider whether any bins are required in their area and this can then be discussed further at the next meeting. 
c) Pathway Project – Beccles Cycle Strategy have secured funding of £6000 for this project. It was resolved by all that the Parish Council apply for £8000 from Awards For All for the scheme.   

d) Cllr Cossey continues to chase Simon Walker at WDC regarding the drainage issue at Woodfield Park. Mr Walker should be making contact by 30th October on this matter. 

e) Response received from Tobar who feel that the novelty of drivers looking at the clock has now worn off. 
f) Fencing on College Lane/Ellough Road should now have been moved back. 

7. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a) Play areas 
Park Drive Gate – as mentioned above. Chairman will obtain quotes. 

Winer Diners – The clerk advised that Marmax still make the winer/diners as purchased previously.  Council requested that the units be galvanised this time and the clerk was asked to obtain confirmation. 
WDC had provided a quote of £461.65 to install the winer/ diners on concrete pads. Clerk to ascertain that the cost includes the assembly of the units themselves as well as the installation.  

It was resolved by all that 4 winer/diners are purchased from Marmax at the price of £499.00 each plus vat, plus the cost of galvanising. 

The clerk was also asked to obtain a price from WDC for putting concrete pads under the existing units. 

The Chairman will ascertain the costs of galvanising the existing units. 

Seat and Bin at Garden Lane Play Area - A seat and bin had been recommended for the Garden Lane play area. Council suggested that a further winer/diner would be appropriate here. Clerk to obtain the appropriate permission from SCC and to obtain quotes for seat and bin.  
 Safety matting at Park Drive and Garden Lane – Boyd Sport had now attended the sites and felt that a wider area of matting should be provided under some equipment. A revised quote of £4910.00 plus vat had been received. Boyd Sport had also advised that the areas would need levelling off before work commenced and a cost of £1012.00 plus vat would be payable for them to carry out the works on our behalf. It was resolved by all that Boyd Sport should carry out the whole job at the price as indicated. 
Werel’s Loke – The clerk had received notification from WDC advising of the process they were presently going through in connection with the section 106 monies available for this site. The Clerk was asked to write to WDC to receive their written response as to whether a community building was/was not now allowable on this land.  
All Saints Green – Clerk was asked to contact WDC to ascertain whether there were any funds for a climbing frame to be considered for this play area.    
WDC has confirmed that the goal is insured under their policy.  

Section 106 funds – Clerk was asked to contact WDC Cllr Duce regarding the outstanding section 106 monies that he had been chasing some years ago. 

b) Parish Plan – Cllr Tucker advised that the funding applications had now been completed and just awaited signing by the Parish Council. The Steering group will await confirmation of the funding before going ahead further. The Open Day that had been due to take place on 17th November will be postponed. 
It was resolved by all that the Suffolk Acre application for £2000, and the Awards for All application for £1801, could be signed by the RFO/ Chairman and sent off. 

A separate event will be held to gather the views of the young people – perhaps in an evening. Sir John Leman High School has confirmed that it will advertise such an event to the Worlingham children. 

It was resolved by all that a maximum of £200 would be made available for a youth drop in event.   
c) 4 Towns Bus – young people - Cllr Culyer reported that the bus is still being well attended and that the children are keen for a youth club to be started. 

A rota has been set up for the volunteers to attend the bus. 

Confirmation is awaited from the governors/staff of the Middle School regarding the use of the hall. Cllr Robbins advised that a new caretaker has been appointed and that his job will involve evening work.     
 I T Training – Further funding has been applied for to allow the bus to continue. The pharmacy has confirmed that the bus can remain on that site for future sessions.  
d) Worlingham Sign – Mr Soanes has taken the original sign to work from. He is hopeful that a new sign will be ready by the Spring. 
e) Name badges – Photographs are being taken to send to Fattorini for name badges.  
8. Correspondence

Councillors were provided with details of the general correspondence which will be passed around in the circulation folder.

a) Tourism Awards – Cllr Burgess will attend. 
b) Lowestoft Remembrance Service – Cllr Hammond Fox will attend.

d) WDC have confirmed that Fixed Penalty Notices, and Dog Control Orders will be issued by them.  
9. Planning

11. Finance
a) Authorisation of cheques for  payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and details of the transfer required and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made. 
b) Bank mandate - mandate will be circulated for signatures.  
c) Fidelity Guarantee – After discussion it was resolved to increase the Fidelity Guarantee on the insurance policy to £60,000. 
d) Budgets and Budgeting – wish lists to be returned to clerk. 

e) Donation requests.

The Friends of the Primary School – letter of request for contribution to a shelter for the play area the school. It was resolved by all a that a contribution f £500 would be provided.  
Cllr Burgess and Cllr Culyer returned to the room

Royal British Legion – It was resolved by all that a donation of £100 would be provided. 
East Anglian Air Ambulance – It was resolved by all that a donation of £200 would be provided. 

Age Concern, Victim Support, Vitalise – It was resolved that no donations would be agreed at the present time. 
12. Councillors questions/matters from above. 

a) Netting/fencing/trees at Pine Tree Close – the clerk advised that any queries should be directed to Mr Norton at WDC Planning who has the latest information on this.  
b) Tree – Glenwood Drive – Cllr Burgess will advise the clerk whether this has today been cut back. 

c) Coal Charity – Cllr Burgess advised that the Charity Commissioner had notified him that this charity could not be dissolved.
