1)  Apologies:
Richard Edgeley, Bob Manning, Keith Shapley and Gillian Applegate.
2) Declarations Of Interest:
The Chairman, Peter Clifford declared an interest in the following items 7c) Chilton Quarry, 7e) Prolog Site and 9a) Sudbury Health Facilities.
Councillor Steve Graham declared an interest in item 7d) Homebase Car Wash and 7e) Prolog Site.

3) Public Participation Session : 15 minutes for the Public and Councillors present to make representations and ask questions on matters of interest:
One member of the public was present. No matters raised.
4)   Minutes:

The minutes of the Council Meeting held on 6th January, 2009 were signed as a true record of the meeting.
5)    Matters Arising:
a) Church Field Road: Speeding Vehicles, Formal Adoption by County Council of Church Field Road ​– The road has been put forward for formal adoption by SCC.
b) Speed Signs: Homebase Roundabout – White lining possible with 30mph repeaters.
c) Dog Bin: Airfield – Nothing further to report at the moment. PC to speak to SCC.
d) Motorcycles on airfield –    The Police have been given permission to use the airfield for training.  Mini –Waste apparently won their appeal against an enforcement order by SCC and do not have to take any further steps to improve the road or the airfield entrance.
e) Shawlands Retail Park – CCTV has been installed. PC had encouraged them to liaise with Sudbury Police as the Sudbury Town cameras are now monitored from Sudbury Police station instead of Ipswich.
6) Correspondence

b) Spring clean Suffolk – Possible working party’s required
c) Local Government Review – Meeting cancelled - Noted
d) Voluntary Register of open land – Clerk to check with Land Registry with regard to the Churchyard.
e) “The Local Councillor”. PC took one copy, second copy for clerk to read.
7) Development:
a) Planning Applications Considered Out Of Committee
None received.

b) New Planning Applications
A planning application had been received as adjoining parish re. the rebuilding of a barn at Mays Farm, Newmans Green.  The application was APPROVED.
c) Chilton Quarry - It was noted that to date no further appeal has yet been received from Brett Aggregate – Date for Inspector’s Inquiry on all proposed quarry sites in Suffolk has been set for w/b 16th March. Thursday 19th March 2009 is a full day allocated to Chilton with discussion in the morning and a site visit in the afternoon.
d) Homebase Car Wash: Recommended APPROVAL with conditions on the lighting position, wheelie bin position, drainage to go to an interceptor and hours of working. – Chairman to present a short paper with concerns over trading times etc. at Babergh Development meeting on the 11th March.
e) Prolog Site: – Some activity on site with soil, noise sampling, and reptile survey. Scoping Report CD received and to be studied by the Chairman.
f) Chilton Woods/Meeting STC: – Community Centre outline given by Simon Butler Finbow. STC wanted to be involved in the community centre management. CPC felt that Chilton needed to own the Community Centre and it was put forward that management could be shared but CPC would have to retain a majority vote. New meeting scheduled for 16th March 2009
8)  Police Report:
It was RESOLVED that the Police would be contacted to ask for a Police Report as there had been no Police presence at the meeting or report received.

9) Chairman’s Announcements:
a) Sudbury Health Facilities - The Chairman gave members a brief update and reported that he has been appointed as a Governor of the West Suffolk Hospital Foundation Trust. This would only take effect if and when WSH reached Foundation status.  In the meantime there were induction meetings and a “shadow Board” meeting.  The FT application had been put on hold for up to nine months.
b) Community Speed Gun – The Vice Chairman, Steve Graham, to get involved in the project. Further volunteers were needed.  PC would raise at the  Annual Parish Meeting.

c) Best Village - The Chairman is to submit an application form for Chilton Parish to enter the competition.  It is “Village of the Year” rather than the best looking village.
d) Local Government Review – Following legal action by Norfolk and Devon County Councils the Review had been delayed yet further and no result was now expected until  July 2009 

e) Chilton website – The Vice Chairman, Steve Graham, will produce some sample pages for the other member’s approval at the next meeting and is working on developing the site.
f) Chilton airfield – A security company has been assigned to monitor the site. New signage to be erected.

10) Finance:
Accounts for Payment - No payments due.
11)  Church Matters:
a) Family Gravestone Request – A request had been received to add the details of a deceased lady to her husband’s gravestone or to replace it with a new one if there was no space.  The council RESOLVED that if a new stone was put in then appropriate wording would have to be approved and a new fee paid.  If however there was space on the existing stone for the information then the present wording could remain. This grave is also sinking and the stone tipping, therefore the applicants would be requested to reset and restore the grave.
b) Church Repairs – Roof repairs should be completed by this week. Smart Water will also be applied.  Additional security measures were still being looked at and these would be paid for by the Trustees.
c) Churchyard drains – On the North side of the Church the Conservation Trust have undertaken to repair the drains and to pay for the work. The drain located on the approach to the Church to be looked at by the Vice Chairman when the workmen have completed. 

12)   Footpaths and Other Amenities:
     The Chairman has requested £100 for Bluebell bulbs to go into the treebelt between 

     the Church and Grange Farm Road. Councillor Colin Spence had generously agreed

     to provide this from his Locality Budget.
