a) Church Field Road: Speeding Vehicles – County Councillor Colin Spence stated that he would contact the Highways Department to see what was required for this road to be adopted. P.C. Darren Marshall confirmed that speeding vehicles along this road could be charged even if the road was still unadopted.

a) Planning Applications Considered Out Of Committee 
B/05/01330/FUL – Extension Revised Plans – Tesco Stores Ltd.

b) New Planning Applications
B/08/01390   Provision of Car Wash – Homebase,Northern Road
Recommend APPROVAL subject to the following:-

i) Provision of proper Toilet Facilities

ii) Proper Drainage and agreement for polluted water disposal by the Environmental Agency
iii) Adherence to Sunday Trading Laws

iv) Compliance with car parking provision on the roadway to avoid queuing.

v) Containers pushed into the shrubbery are causing damage to planting.

It was RESOLVED that the Chairman would reply to this Application.
c) Chilton Quarry : Revised Planning Application : Provision of Roundabout– It was RESOLVED to continue to oppose this Application on similar grounds, even though provision for a roundabout was made for the A134.
d) Prolog Site – The Chairman took members through the details of the new proposed application to be made by Prolog and stated that he had been sent a CD rom showing these plans, which could be circulated to all members.
e) Sudbury Health Facilities – The Chairman gave members a brief update.
10) Chairman’s Announcements:
a) Community Speed Gun - The Chairman informed members that he had been in talks with Neighbourhood Parishes on the possibly of jointly purchasing and using a speed gun in the parishes. The cost would be £247 from each Council with subsequent costs of £150 per annum split between five parishes. The full costs were £2480; both Colin Spence and the County Councillor for Newton Green had promised monies from their locality budget to help fund this scheme. It was RESOLVED to support this endeavour on the condition that the Police give support by Police Officer presence to the first three outings of the speed gun in each of the parishes taking part in this scheme.
This motion was won by the Chairman’s casting vote.

b) Waste Recycling Plant, Chilton Air Field – Public Enquiry – It was confirmed that this Public Inquiry would take place on Tuesday 25th November, 2008 at Great Waldingfield Village Hall. As already agreed this Council would take no part in this matter.

c) Babergh Meeting – The Planning System - The Vice Chairman Steve Graham gave all members a written report of this meeting, pointing out the main facts of development information.
Councillor Bob Manning stated that he was concerned to hear that Babergh were holding meetings and events at The Stoke by Nayland Golf Club, when they had adequate facilities on site, which had been upgraded at some cost a few years ago.

d) Enforcement/Tidy Sites – Councillor Keith Shapley stated that he had been in conversation with Stuart Macadam who had informed him that Babergh could issue Untidy Site notices. A date could be given to clear the site and if this did not happen then the site could be cleared with the costs being passed to the owner. It was hoped that this matter would be applied to the site at 12, Carbonels.

e) Chilton Woods – It was noted that the Community Group was still working with Ashwells on the plans for the Chilton Woods development.

f) Shawlands Retail Park – It was reported that further security measures were to be taken at this site.

 Finance:
 
a) External Auditor’s Report – It was RESOLVED to accept the External Auditor Report and it was noted that the amount held in Reserve was questioned. It was RESOLVED to inform them that these funds were held to help furnish a Parish Council Office in a new Community Centre to be provided on the Chilton Woods development.
b) Community Warden Costs 2009/10 - It was RESOLVED to cap the cost of the Community Warden service to £600 for the next financial year 2009/10 and to inform Sudbury Town Council of this decision.
c) Grass Cutting Costs 2009/10 – It was RESOLVED to ask the Contractor to cut the grass along the footpaths and in the Churchyard the usual 6 times again next year and to obtain what help if any would be available from the new scheme being implemented by Suffolk County Council next year.
d) Estimates and Precept 2009/10 – It was RESOLVED to set the Precept at £4500 for next year 2009/10 and use funds from the reserve held with National Savings if extra funds were required.
