10. Community Affairs Officer: Cllr Pettitt
The sale at the village hall raised a disappointing £144, most of which was from Village Hall Committee members. This just goes to highlight the problem of support from the village, which is poor to say the least. It does not seem right that it is up to the committee members to subsidize the village hall. What happens when the current committee step down? The youth club and whist drive may be forced to close next year, due to lack of support and volunteers. Is this what the village want, do they even want a village hall? It was decided that a debate needs to take place to see what sort of village the residents want. It was agreed to put this item on the agenda for further discussion next month and look at the possibility of producing a regular newsletter and other initiatives to try and engage the residents in the community more, if this is what is wanted.

Cllr Millet has met with Mark Bleay to discuss a tree in a dangerous condition in Aggies Piece. It was decided not to remove the whole tree but to just remove the dangerous branches. The Clerk will contact Mr Bleay about this.  A fallen bough from an apple tree, just inside the gate, has been cleared by Steve. The blackberries are mainly over. The public footpaths are clear and Cllr Millett has heard no more problems relating to the horses in the meadow. The Hornbeam has been continually watered and Cllr Millett has asked the tree warden at St Edmundsbury to have a look at it and advise.

10.7 Village Caretaker: Steve Wilson 

The dry weather has meant a dramatic fall-off in mowing.  Having time on my hands I have been doing secondary work such as lopping lower branches from the Village Hall trees and edging the Sandy Lane footpath.  I have also been called upon to assemble the picnic table in the Play Area and clear a large fallen bough from the footpath in Aggies’s Piece.

The leaf fall is imminent but will not be such a task this year due to the felling of the New Cemetery trees.  I have plenty of time in hand to extend my maintenance of the graves in the older section of the Old Cemetery.  There is still no sign of any overtime being necessary this year.  The workload has been such that it may be sensible to re-adjust my weekly hours back to 16 for next year. It was asked if Steve would be able to carry out a streetlight survey, to advise which lights are currently obscured by overhanging branches.              Action Caretaker
10.8Cemetery Working Party. 
The parish council will look to adopt the revised cemetery regulations following the Chairman’s and Clerk’s attendance at the Cemetery training course and confirmation from SALC that they are in order. 
11.    Play area fence To discuss erecting a higher fence adjacent to 15 Hopton road.
There appears to be no reason why a chain link fence can not be erected in the play area. It was suggested that it may be possible to run a short length to bridge the gap between the gate and the hedge adjacent to 15 Hopton Road. The Council resolved to ask Elite fencing to undertake this.
12.    Waste core Strategy final consultation to include potential for residential waste treatment facility at Stanton. The Parish Council are still of the same opinion previously expressed that there main concerns were centred on traffic matters and the ability of the existing road network to cope with the additional traffic. They did not want contractors using Barningham as a short cut. 
13.    Trees on green, Millfields
Some trees have been cut down on the green at Millfields. The Parish Council felt that they should have been notified of these works and is unsure why they have been carried out. The Clerk will contact St Edmundsbury regarding this.                                                    Action Clerk
