MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF WORLINGHAM PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 14th JUNE 2011 AT 7.00PM AT THE WORLINGHAM MIDDLE SCHOOL

1) Apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Summerfield, WDC Cllr Bee, SCC Punt
2) Declarations of Interest 
Cllr Holman declared a personal interest in any discussion re 18 Pine Tree Close. 
3)  Minutes of the previous meeting. 
It was resolved by all that the Chairman could sign the minutes of the previous meeting held on 11th May as correct. 

Meeting Opened to the public 

a) Police
PCSO Le Surf provided the crime report and advised that there had been 5 incidents since the last report including;   23rd May - Criminal damage to shed door – offender caught in act and will replace door, 25th May – criminal damage in Highland Drive, May – theft from car in Bridles and a person is on bail for this, 10th June – theft – Hillside Close for which a family member is on bail, Resisting arrest – 4 people were arrested following an incident in Beccles. The police also advised that 2 incidents of garden theft had been reported had subsequently been advised that this had been a prank. 

Regarding incidents of inappropriate parking at Glenwood Drive – no calls had been made to the police on this issue and no incidents had been noted by PCSO Le Surf whilst on her rounds. PCSO Le Surf advised that the same applied at Hillside Ave. Cllr Hammond Fox advised that there is an issue on Glenwood Drive and that she would phone the station to   report the situation as/when it occurs.  
Regarding the summer drink drive campaign – the police are supporting the campaign in June.  

PCSO Le Surf left at 7.10pm. 
b) SCC 
See clerks report below. 
c)  WDC 
WDC Cllr Andy Draper introduced himself to those present.
WDC Cllr Draper advised that there had been only one WDC Full Cttee meeting to date and this had been to decide the WDC councillors who were to sit on each Cttee. 

Re Waste recycling site – this would appear to be staying open as negotiations are ongoing with 2 private contractors. This could mean that residents will be charged for visiting the site.  

Councillors advised Cllr Draper that council experience had been that WDC had been very slow on some matters i.e. the damaged dog bin at Woodfield Park had taken a long time to sort out – this had now been taken away but a new one had not yet been installed.  

Questions to WDC – The neighbour to 10 Sheridan Walk advised that No10 was a derelict property but that someone still lives there. This is causing distress and concern to the neighbour at number 8 who had previously referred the matter to Environmental Health and had also been referred to the then MP Bob Blizzard. To date no action has been taken and the matter is still causing distress. Cllr Risebrow had been advised of the situation and the clerk had referred the matter to Environmental Health and asked them to contact the resident at no 8 direct. The Chairman advised the resident that the matter had been referred to Environmental Health who were the correct department to deal with the matter and that council now needed to await their comment. Cllr Risebrow advised that he will continue to liaise with the resident concerned as/ when we had an update and make sure that the relevant department/ authorities are aware of the situation.   
d) Public 
Residents made the following comments/observations. 
· Re planning application for 3 Lowestoft rd – a resident of 4 Hawthorn Close advised that a petition had been sent into WDC by local neighbours, objecting to the proposals.  The residents would prefer bungalows to houses if there is to be anything built there. 
The reasons for the resident’s objections included the fact that the sewerage pipes are not large enough and that flooding is already an issue in the area around Park Drive, and that access onto Lowestoft Rd is dangerous as the area is already a black spot. 

The resident advised that Mr Sabberton had had 3 bungalows sanctioned previously and local residents felt that this would be more appropriate for the site. 
· Speed limits /VAS signs – residents asked about the present situation with regard to the councils order for 3 VAS signs. The clerk updated residents on the situation, and advised that the matter seems to have been delayed due to the SCC initiative to dim/reduce all street  lighting which seems to  now possibly  include the VAS signs. Council advised that it would not object to the VAS being switched off as per the street lights. Clerk to advise SCC.  
· Zebra crossing beacon – a resident advised that 1 light is only working intermittently   
Public session closed 7.33pm. 
4) Chairman’s report  
· Good Neighbour scheme – a letter will be sent to the original volunteers. Mr Coulson has offered to distribute the letters. Clerk will liaise.  
· Annual report 2011 - the cost of an 8 page insert in Insight had been quoted at £165. It was resolved that once the financial audit procedures had been completed the annual report could be produced and that the price of £165 was acceptable. All agreed that this would be more cost effective rather than printing a separate report

and then getting it distributed.
· Shed/unit at Middle School – Mike advised re cost of containers – as a shed is not secure enough (see police report re break in at shed at the Middle School).  A community storage facility is required for the youth club, fete etc. Discussion re purchase/ lease of a storage unit.  Concern from the Primary School as to look of the unit had been noted – but these concerns now seemed to have been overcome. Middle School governors will consider this at their meeting this week where the chair of governors at the Primary School will also attend. 

· Gate and seat at church – concerns had previously been expressed about the state of the back gate and the memorial seat for Audrey Forman.    The PCC had advised that these could be restored by the Parish Council, however it was noted that the PCC / volunteer has already revarnished the seat. Regarding the gate – discussion took place about the repair of the gate – it was suggested that the parish council should get quotes and could then consider providing a donation to the PCC.  Quotes to be obtained for consideration. 
5) Clerks report and update on village matters. 

Councillors to see circulation correspondence. 
· Letter received from SCC advising of the dates of resurfacing works in Worlingham

· E mail from WDC advising that they are looking at costs of filling under zip wire at Woodfield Park with play grade sand or to consider the longer term option to put safety surfacing there. 

· E mail from WDC confirming they are considering what signage to place at Copplestone Close to point out where ball games would be more appropriate. 

· Letter from WDC re position of MUGA – this has been turned around slightly so that more open space can be retained. 

· Letter from SCC re continuation of school crossing patrol service so long as town and parishes are able to fund/contribute to the service. 

· Letter from SCC re the setting up of Suffolk Traded Services  

· Letter from SCC re surface dressing on Sandpit Lane 

· Enquiry from resident re watercourse maintenance along ditch at Ellough Road/ Coney Hill - WDC will advise of contact name at Anglian Water. 
· Letter from resident re rubbish in ditch at area between 66 and 68 Coney Hill 

6) Planning Applications received up to date of meeting; 
DC/11/0484/FUL construction of replacement bungalow and 4 detached houses at 3 Lowestoft Rd by Brian Sabberton Ltd. – After full discussion Council unanimously agreed to refuse the application with the comment that the sewerage pipes are not large enough, flooding is already an issue; access will be at a black spot.  WDC to be advised that if properties must be approved on the land then residents would find 3 bungalows to be acceptable. 
DC/11/0579/FUL – Replace existing flat roof with pitch incorporating velux rooflights at 2 Cherry Hill Close by Mr and Mrs Howard.  –After full discussion this was agreed by all.  
DC/11/0617/voc – Variation of condition 2 for construction of 6 units at Ellough business Park by Mr C Childs – after full discussion it was resolved to approve the application but with comment that need improved road infrastructure for such applications.
WDC Decisions – DC/11/0363/ful – approved, DC/11/0444/LBC – approved, DC/11/0357/Ful approved. 
7. Reports of meetings attended by Councillors including the following; 
a) Councillor surgery – no residents had attended. 
b) SNT – no meeting had been held. 
c) SALC representative – Cllr Summerfield is   attending the Area meeting this evening.  
d) World of planning – no feedback received.
e) Meeting with WDC Councillors – the Chairman and Cllr Holman had met with Cllr Bee and Cllr Draper.   Cllr Culyer provided a verbal report of this meeting and advised that the ground rules had been set for moving forward. WDC councillors had advised that they will try and attend parish council meetings but it was appreciated that they may not be able to attend and should this be the case an e mail updating report will be forwarded to the clerk. 
8) Finance

a) Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made.  
b) Approval of accounts – after full consideration and discussion Council approved the Accounts for 2010/11. The audit procedures will now be completed.  It was resolved by all that the Chairman and RFO could sign the documentation as required  
c) Section 2 of Audit documentation – councillors considered the requirements stated within Section 2 of the Audit documentation and agreed that all necessary procedures were in place. Each question was considered and Council completed their response on the documentation. It was resolved by all that the Chairman and RFO could sign the documentation as required.  

d) It was resolved by all that £25 in book tokens could be provided for the internal auditor. All agreed. 

9) Matters Arising not dealt with in agenda and questions/ matters for a future agenda 
a) Outside gym – the Chairman asked whether the project was still required. Council were advised that WDC council would at this stage prefer the location of All Saints Green. Consultation to be carried out in Insight as to whether a gym is required by residents. Insight to make it clear that positive responses are required to make this project move forward and those volunteers would be required to assist with the project.  The article will need to note that the equipment would be for any age group. It was suggested that the outside gym could be used as a theme for the next councillor surgery in August and that pictures, articles; displays could be set up to show people what it would look like. Cllr Hammond Fox will attend.  
b) Footpath maintenance – resident advises that the footpath at the back of Rowan Way needs cleaning up and the weeds sprayed etc. The lights on the footpath can be switched off, and the trees overhanging the footpath need trimming.    Clerk to contact WDC and SCC. 

c) Woodfield Park – clerk to try to ascertain whether the £5k had/had not been spent that Alan Duce had referred to some years ago as being allocated to flooding relief etc.  

d) Youth club – 21 people have come forward to volunteer to assist following the media attention. 

e) Dog bin Sandpit Lane – clerk to chase. 
f) Fete – residents were reminded that the fete is this Saturday 18th June.
