c) Meeting with Sudbury Town Council – It was reported that at this meeting it was agreed that Chilton Parish Council would have ownership of the Community Centre to be provided on the Chilton Woods Development and it would be run by a management committee consisting of Chilton Parish Council, Sudbury Town Council and other partners as appropriate. It had been agreed that Chilton Parish Council would have a majority vote on all matters relating to the Community Centre and similarly, Sudbury Town Council would have a majority vote on all matters relating to the playing fields within their boundary. It was RESOLVED that this agreement should be obtained in writing.
d) Chilton Woods - The Chairman reported that Ashwell were still stating that the first planning applications would be made this year.
e) Sudbury Health Facilities – It was reported that there was an outline business case for the provision of the Sudbury Health facilities but at the moment the method of going out to tender was being considered.
f) Airfield – The Chairman reported that following a site visit with the County Council a security firm had been employed for one month to monitor the problems.
g) Chilton Quarry – It was reported that Bretts still have until June to appeal against the decision.
h) Boundary Committee – The Chairman reported that this matter was now back for re-consultation. It was RESOLVED that this Council supports a Two Council scheme for Suffolk.
