Minutes of the meeting of Worlingham Parish Council held on Tuesday 8th December 2009 at 7.00pm at the Worlingham Middle School.

2.  To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 10th November 2009.  
On the proposal of Cllr Rogers, seconded by Cllr Robbins, the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.   

Meeting opened to the public.  
a)  Report from police.  
PCSO Le Surf is on annual leave. No report available.  
b) Report from SCC 
Cllr Mark Bee was expected to attend this evening. No report provided in his absence. 
c) Report from WDC.  
 
There was no other member of WDC present. 
d) Items from members of the public. 
No questions from members of the public.  
Meeting closed to public contribution.  
3. Chairman’s Report
a) Parish Plan consultation progress – Various issues highlighted within the parish plan are already being considered. It is hoped that a meeting can be arranged with Anglian Bus Co during 2010 to discuss transport to the doctor’s surgery. 
b) Cycle Lanes Lowestoft Road – the cycle lanes are the first part of the highway improvements for Lowestoft Road. 

A resident has asked whether they can still park outside their house, over the cycle lane. Clerk to ask SCC.     
c) WNCB – Paul Mitchell is the new treasurer of the WNCB. It had been suggested that the parish council could purchase a full page advert in the WNCB and use this page each month to place on whatever information it wished. Normal advertising rates would apply. This would be approx £800 per year. 

A councillor felt that this would show that council was supporting the WNCB but the major issue of publication deadlines and editorials would still not be overcome. Other councillors felt that a decision had been made in November and that this decision should be adhered to. 

Full discussion and debate took place regarding the proposal and it was decided to put the suggestion to a full vote. However there was no proposer for purchasing a full page within the existing WNCB. 

It was proposed that council adhere to the decision made in the November minutes.  All agreed.  
d) Xmas Lights competition – The editor has not placed the article adverting the Xmas lights competition in the WNCB. 

Posters have been made by Cllr Holman and these will be placed in the notice boards. 
e) Newsletter – A newsletter will be designed and photocopied and distributed before the next council meeting. It was agreed that the publication would be called INSIGHT. 

f) Cllr Burgess - Roger’s name has been kept in publications etc as a mark of respect and the family are agreeable to this. Cllr Culyer will check that the family are happy for a paragraph to be placed in the magazine. 
A memorial will be purchased and the family would like a seat on the verge by the One Stop, facing Lowestoft Road, where there used to be a seat. The Chairman will ask the family to choose a seat and approve the wording for a memorial plaque.    

A tree will also be purchased and this is to be planted along Marsh Lane. The Chairman will ask the family whether an oak would be appropriate.    
The clerk will contact SCC about both the seat and the tree.  

As a mark of respect, the vacancy created by the death of Cllr Burgess will not be advertised just yet. 

g) Cllr Tucker vacancy – With Cllr Tucker’s move away from the area a councillor vacancy has been created. WDC have been asked for the vacancy notice which will be placed on the notice-board. The vacancy will also be notified in the newsletter and draft wording was supplied by Cllr Rogers. 

h) Vice Chairman – Cllr Tucker was the Vice Chair and with his resignation there is now a vacancy. After discussion it was proposed that Gwen Rogers be Vice Chair. All agreed.  

h) Council dates 2010 – Cllr Culyer will check with the school that the rooms are available for the council dates for 2010. Cllr Cossey advised that with work shifts he may miss the meetings in February, June and October. All agreed that this would not be a problem. 

i) Councillor surgery dates 2010 – It was agreed that the surgeries would continue to be held on alternate Wednesdays and Saturdays once a month as in 2009. These dates will be promoted through the newsletter. Clerk to do a rota and advise the pharmacy of the dates.        
4. Clerks Report and correspondence received. 
· Letter received from SCC showing the design of the actual entrance signs that are to be installed at both ends of the village.  
· A resident had complained to WDC about the dead trees that are behind Fairmile Close. WDC have advised that a tree surgeon is considering the situation with regard to the trees. 

· The ownership of the land there is still trying to be resolved as WDC believe it is still with Persimmon. Cllr Cossey reminded council that this would have implications with regard to the organisation responsible for resolving the drainage problems in the area.     
5) Planning applications. 
DC/09/1050/Ful – construction of a single storey rear extension at Lark Rise, 35 Lowestoft Road, by Mr and Mrs Lees. 
After full discussion it was resolved to approve the application.  All agreed. 

6. Feedback from meetings attended. 

a)SoRR- Cllr Rogers advised that the SORR group had not had a recent meeting.  

b)WNCB -  It is understood that Mrs Gurbutt has resigned from the committee. Cllr Rogers will also now resign as the parish council representative on the committee.  
c) SNT – The next meeting of the SNT team is on Monday 11th January 2010 at Bungay. Cllr Rogers will attend. 
d) Xmas Lights – As above. The advert did not go into the WNCB. Posters will be placed in the notice boards.  The judging of the lights will be held on 23rd December 2010. Cllrs Holman, Rogers, Culyer, Robbins will judge the lights. A trophy has been purchased. 
e) Play Area group – Cllrs Hammond Fox,  and Rogers will visit the Halesworth outside gym after Xmas. 
Werel’s Loke section 106 monies – This matter is still with WDC to resolve. 

f)Councillor Surgery – No feedback from the last meeting.  

g) WCF/ RCP – The new rep for this will be appointed once the councillor vacancy has been filled. 

h) Youth council – Cllr Robbins suggested that this should be a matter for consideration at the next meeting. 

i) Activities at school – Cllrs Rogers and Hammond-Fox will visit the schools before Xmas.     
J) Gating Order - SCC are hopeful of having the gates by the end of the year. 
7. Finance
a)  Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made including the cheque in full settlement of the 4 Towns Bus, the invoice for which has only just been received from WCF.     

b) Precept 2010/2011. The confirmation of the precept needs to be with WDC by 4th Jan 2010. It was agreed that the precept of £29,670 as set at the previous meeting, would be confirmed to WDC.  

8. Matters Arising not dealt with in agenda and questions/ matters for a future agenda. 

a) Dog bin at Woodfield Park has still not been repaired. Cllr Cossey will report this to WDC as it is a health and safety matter now. 

b) PCT - Cllr Hammond Fox advised that she went to the PCT meeting – the PCT acknowledge that the public do not know what they do and who they are as there have been so many changes in recent years. Cllr Hammond Fox suggested that she could invite Halesworth Community Transport to a future meeting. 

c) Good Neighbourhood Scheme – date in February to be arranged for a public meeting.   

d) Village Hall closure – Cllr Rogers asked that council ensures that all those at SCC and WDC who need to know, are aware that the community would like the primary school site as a community facility. 

e) Cleaning of bus shelters - Cllrs Holman and Cossey offered to take over the role of cleaning out the bus shelters. They will advise the clerk if there are any utensils that they would need.
