8.1 Chairman report from Neighbourhood Watch open evening
The meeting was attended by from the Parish Council, myself, Cllr Cummins and Mrs Martineau (on behalf of her husband William Martineau).  Diane Townsend also attended with PC Sheena Tate. Sadly the general public did not support this event in any numbers.  We were surprised at this as the event had been advertised in the Parish Magazine  It had been posted in various village locations, and at the previous PCM held on the 1st of July 2009 approximately twenty members of the public attended, with their concerns in principle centred around anti social behaviour which we would have welcomed the opportunity to discuss.
Of the five members of the public who attended none have as yet intimated an interest in starting a NW Scheme in their locality.  It can be confirmed that at a previous meeting held in Pakenham a Barningham resident requested information on Neighbourhood Watch.   Currently a survey is being carried out in their locality, Millfields.  On completion of this return (sixty percent of residents contacted must agree to the formation of scheme) the necessary steps can be taken to launch the scheme.
