Copdock & Washbrook Parish Meeting 2 February 2010 

At the Parish Council meeting on 2 February Councillors received a presentation from Suffolk County Council Highways Department regarding their plans for the improvement of the Chapel Lane/Old A12 junction.  New road markings will be laid after the road is resurfaced during the Summer and new signage will be installed subject to budgetary constraints.  The PC have indicated that they would be prepared to meet part of the cost.  

The Police reported that there had only been 1 crime in the village involving the theft of bales of hay from farm premises.  

Work on the car park at the VH site is nearly completed and we have received the final invoice.  Certain cosmetic work still needs to be done at an additional cost and the council is obtaining quotations. 

The Council has finally heard from Babergh District Council regarding the Parish Councils liability for the restoration of 23 Pearsons Way and the Council have funds in reserve to cover these costs. BDC still have to advertise the property for commercial use for 12 months.
