3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 13TH March 2007.

On the proposal of Cllr Culyer, seconded by Cllr Burgess the minutes were approved with this one amendment and agreed by all.

5.  Reports, and Questions from the public

a)  Report from P C Harris.                    
In his absence P C Harris had reported that since the last meeting there had been one incident of a domestic dispute, and one theft of a pedal cycle from the Middle School.

b) Report from Cllr Taylor - SCC
a) It was confirmed that the gating order would be in the region of £9,000 and that £2,000 would be available from the Locality Budget.

b) It was confirmed that the Labour councillors at SCC did have a free vote regarding the School Organisational Review. Following the decision there will be a further round of consultations. It was possible that there could be a public enquiry.

d) Items from members of the public
Gentleman called to thank Council for their assistance with the trees on Coney Hill verges.  
Meeting closed to public contribution at 7.58pm.  
6. Clerks Report 

Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes, and;   

a) Parish Council election – 6 nominations have been received by WDC. There will therefore be an uncontested election and there will be 3 vacancies. WDC have confirmed that the vacancies do not need to be re-advertised but can be filled by co-option.  
b) Bottle bank – the pharmacy is reluctant to agree to the permanent siting of a bottle bank, but would consider one for a temporary placement if no other area was deemed suitable. Discussion took place regarding other places that may be feasible but none were considered viable. The matter to be left for the present time. 

c) Dog fouling – Environmental Health  have been asked to check out the area at certain times of day. 
Queries to clerk; 

a) Spring on gate at play area at Woodfield Park broken. 

b) Blackberry bush on Holly Close path to play area still overhanging. 

c) Woodfield Park drainage issue – to be chased as no work started at end of March. 

d) College Lane visibility – The Chairman confirmed that at the site meeting the owner was to be asked to move the fencing back. Cllr Taylor confirmed this to be the case. Clerk to ask Mr Oldham at SCC for update. 

e) Councillors expressed thanks to SCC for the drop kerbs that have been installed along Garden Lane.     

7. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a) Play areas – Inspections - WDC had written regarding future inspections   - it was resolved by all that WDC would be asked to carry out the quarterly inspections on Park Drive, Werel’s Loke and Garden Lane and the annual inspection on Werel’s Loke and Park Drive (RoSPA carry out the annual inspection of Garden Lane for the school and Council is provided with a copy).    

A full discussion took place regarding weekly inspections at the sites.  WDC are able to carry these out for £13 plus vat per inspection per week. After full debate it was resolved by all that WDC be asked to carry out an inspection on the 3 play areas on the first week of each month and the councillors/volunteers would carry out the other weekly inspections. To commence with immediate effect.  

Garden Lane/Park Drive – The Rospa reports are to be considered by the working party and recommendations made to Council. 

All Saints Green – Council were provided with a map of the area suggested and consulted on by WDC for a goal. It was confirmed by all that the goal could be purchased as per March minutes and when ordering from WDC, WDC to be asked to confirm that the goal would  not be too close/across the potential pathway being considered by SCC from Orchard Rise to the Primary School. 

Werel’s Loke – Future Management – Letter from WDC received further to Council’s previous request that the equipment etc at Werel’s Loke be in the management of WDC. It was resolved by all to fund the reports/work required as mentioned in the letter together with the costs of inspection and maintenance for a 1 year period. This to be confirmed to WDC. 
b) Parish Plan – A letter has been forwarded to the Beccles and Bungay to advertise the event and it was suggested that an advert could also be placed. Cost of advert £193.52. All resolved that these costs could be covered. The middle school council have provided details of items that they would like to see in the village, and this was read to the meeting. The Chairman will visit the school council at the primary school.       
c) 4 Towns Bus – The meeting was advised that one youth worker may be able to be provided for each session. There are other volunteers who have offered to help. Confirmation is awaited from the organisers that the bus can start in April/May. It was resolved by all that the clerk could confirm funding availability to the organisers.   

d) Worlingham Sign - Cllr Culyer will request an update on the sign. 
e) Gating Order – Letter from SCC read to meeting confirming Locality provision of £2000. Letter from SCC also received confirming that the costs of £7000 as previously mentioned are the only figures presently available. It was resolved by all  that the costs of the Gating Order would be funded by the Parish Council and the Locality Budget. 

f) Annual Parish Meeting – Quidenham Hospice have confirmed that they will attend and provide a presentation. Community Groups to be invited to provide reports as in previous years.

b) Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and details of the transfer required and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made. Full bank reconciliation and budget summary provided to all councillors and agreed by all. 

c) Receipts and Payment Book – Shaw and Sons - it was resolved by all that the book could be purchased. Cost in region of £48.90.   

d) Donations -  several donation requests had been received and were advised to the meeting. No donations to be made to these organisations. 
Discussions took place over a donation to Quidenham Hospice and it was resolved by all that in accordance with its powers under section 137 and 139 of the Local Government Act 1972, Council should incur expenditure of a donation of £200 to Quidenham Hospice, which, in the opinion of the Council is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants.

a) Coney Hill from Ellough Road – It was reported that traffic needs to mount the pavement to get around the corner. SCC advised that this had been considered and was deliberate to slow lorries down.
