5.  Reports, and Questions from the public

a)  Report from P C Harris.                    
In his absence P C Harris had reported that on since the last meeting there had been one incident of a domestic dispute. 
b) Report from Cllr Taylor - SCC
a) SCC will not fund the total cost of the gating order due to budget cuts. There have been problems again on the pathway behind Rowan Way. Cllr Taylor has frozen his locality budget and will provide the remainder to this project (£1000 - £1500). The Crime Prevention fund may also provide funding. The Parish Council were asked to consider funding the balance. Discussion took place about the total cost which appears to have substantially increased. Full costings to be ascertained before the Parish Council consider further. 

b) Site Specific allocation - Cllr Taylor has provided a response to the consultation. 

c) Traffic management scheme – Ellough Road. Responses required by 16th February. 

d) School Organisational Review – Cllr Taylor attended the Beccles meeting.

a) Cllr Taylor advised that the Grove Road management scheme is bedding in. Some refinements may be made.

6. Clerks Report 

Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes, and;   

a) Bottle bank – No costs involved in having a bottle bank. Site requires room for lorry to empty min 4 times per year. Clerk was asked to contact the pharmacy regarding placement there. 

b) Bus stop Rectory Lane is no longer in use and will be removed. 

c) College Lane visibility – Cllr Taylor asked to chase this matter as well as the removal of the individual advertising signs on the side of the road.      

It was reported that the blackberry bus on Cedar Dive/Holly Close needs cutting again and a new sign is required for The Firs. 
7. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a) Youth Recreation Project – WDC to be asked to quote for carrying out the weekly inspections of this and the other play areas. Cllr Culyer will carry these out until quote discussed at future meeting. No response from WDC regarding future management of site. 

b) Woodfield Park Play Area Drainage – Mr Gallagher at WDC has confirmed that some works will be carried out at the play area. Confirmation to be requested of the amount allocated for this, and whether the allocated section 106 monies were being used. Comment to be made that the remainder of the site cannot be used as it is also too wet and needs draining.  
c) Other play areas – Safety matting – one quote received and was read to meeting. Further quotes awaited. Consideration to be given to the possibility of grant funding. 
d) Parish Plan – Arrangements to be moved forward for the Parish Plan public meeting on 17th April 2007. It was resolved by all that printing could be organised to a sum of £200. 
e) Proposed Bus Shelter, Garden Lane – SCC had contacted the chairman to confirm the site as discussed by them at previous site visit.  
f) 4 Towns Bus – The Middle School has confirmed that the bus could be situated in their car park although toilet facilities will not be available. Bus organisers have confirmed that these not required for a two hour visit. It was resolved that it would be preferable for the bus to start on a Wednesday evening, after the Easter break,  and Cllr Culyer will liase with bus and school.     
g) Street Map – Costings advised to meeting. Discussion took place regarding the various options available. Further information to be requested regarding the format of the images, and the number that could be inserted, together with details of the requirements for just obtaining a digital format at this stage.  It was suggested that this project could then be considered further by a Parish Plan steering Group.   
h) Parish Communication – One Suffolk have modified the site. 
i) Worlingham Sign – Gillingham Parish Council used Capps at Thurton when they had a new village sign made. Quote from Thurton Foundries read to meeting. Confirmation to be obtained for a) foundry to work from the original sign or photographs, b) sign to be same size as original, c) quote for post and installation to be requested. In principle it was resolved to purchase the ductile iron sign as quoted for, subject to confirmation of the above queries and advice of the extra costs associated with them.

It was resolved by all to approve the application with the comment that the drive way should be of compactable material.   
DC/06/1400/FUL – Provision for open storage for minerals at Old Runway, east of Copland Way by The Barrett Grandchildren Trust. 
It was resolved by all to accept the working party recommendation to approve the application with the comment that safety measures will be required at the entrance and on runway crossing.

DC/06/1394/FUL – Construction of a bungalow at 10 Kempton Cross by Mr and Mrs Basey-Fisher.    
It was resolved by all to agree with the working party recommendation and approve the application as the outline had already been granted with the comments that ‘believe the drive way is not big enough for 2 properties, drive way to be of compactable material, aware of dispute of ownership over entrance.’
