Minutes of the meeting of Worlingham Parish Council held on Tuesday 13th January 2009 at 7.00pm at the Worlingham Middle School.

2) Declarations of Interest 
Cllr Robbins declared a personal interest in items relating to the parish plan. 

Cllr Culyer declared a personal interest in any items relating to the youth club. 

Cllr Holman and Cllr Tucker declared a personal interest in matters relating to the WNCB. 
3)  To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 8th December 2008 and Tuesday 9th December 2008.  
It was resolved by all to approve the minutes. 
Meeting opened to the public.  
Reports and Questions

a)  Report from police.  
No police report – see later in minutes.     
b) Report from Cllr Taylor - SCC
Cllr Taylor reported on a recent SNT police meeting that he had attended. Items to note include; Sgt Howell is the new SNT Sgt., and police advise that it is not possible to ban HGV’s from the Ellough Road.   
Cllr Taylor confirmed that he would be holding his surgeries at the pharmacy. 

Cllr Taylor advised that the consultation about the one way system on Grove Road had finished and he confirmed that it would stay as at present. 

Some sessions of the 4 Towns Bus has been cancelled due to mechanical problems with the bus. The 4 Towns Bus is presently seeking ongoing funding. The committee would welcome any letters of support. Council confirmed that a letter would be sent from this council.  
Cllr Taylor provided a break down of the grants given out through the Locality Budget. 
Cllr Taylor advised that he had received several letters from residents regarding the parish council not contributing financially in 09/10 to the WNCB. 

Questions to SCC

Q - Cllr Taylor was asked whether the HGV No Entry signs on the Ellough Road, near to Cedar Drive were to be forthcoming.   
A – Highways have advised that a letter is required from the parish council requesting these signs. 

Cllr Hammond Fox arrived.     
c) Report from WDC 
 
No report. 
d) Items from members of the public
a) WNCB – resident advised that he had written to the B and B about the parish council not contributing to the WNCB this year. Resident advised that he would like the council to reconsider this matter. 

Mr Turner, the editor of the WNCB was present and a lengthy discussion took place about the finances of the WNCB and the request of a donation of £3000 that was made to council at the previous meeting.   

The Chairman asked Mr Turner why the residents of Worlingham should pay more pro-rata for their copy of the WNCB than the residents of Barnby and North Cove, and why in the years that Barnby and North Cove had not made a contribution were they not asked to reconsider. Mr Turner advised the meeting that the reason was because it had been Worlingham Parish Council who had originally wanted the magazine. 
Mr Turner advised that he understood that North Cove could not increase their present contribution due to other expenditure they had planned. 
Discussions took place about the original intention of the magazine to become self – financing and why this had not happened. 

The Chairman advised that he had confirmed to Mr Turner the decline of the request for £3000 after the last meeting but had suggested that a lower donation request could be made if appropriate. Mr Turner confirmed this to be the case. Mr Holman who is the acting treasurer of the WNCB advised that with present reserves a lower figure may be sufficient. 

Councillors advised the meeting that the editorial by Mr Turner in the WNCB had named Worlingham Parish Council for not contributing financially in 09/10 but no mention had been made of the lack of previous contributions by the other parishes. 

Discussion took place about the printing costs for the magazine and whether these could be reduced. Mr Turner confirmed that he was looking for other printing quotes. More lengthy discussions took place and after an hour councillors asked that the meeting should continue as per the agenda.  
SCC Cllr Taylor advised that as a one off he would allocate £1,000 from his Locality Budget to the magazine but this would need to come from his allocation for 09/10.      
The Chairman advised that council was very appreciative of the work that Mr Turner and the other volunteers did in connection with the magazine. 
Mr Turner asked council to consider whether in future it would be prepared to match fund the pro rata contributions made by Barnby and North Cove, and with regard to 09/10 to contribute £1700 i.e. £1 per household. 

It was confirmed that this matter would be placed on the agenda for discussion at the February meeting. 

b) Precept – A resident asked about the increase in precept for 09/10. Discussion and explanation took place regarding the items that had been provided for within the budget. The Chairman advised that the chairman’s report for 08/09 had been drafted which would then be updated to form the Annual Report to residents which will be distributed to every household in June 09. The report contains details of current and budgeted expenditure. 

A copy of this draft will be forwarded to the resident to assist with the explanations of the budget/precept. 

It was acknowledged by the chairman and resident that as the meeting needed to proceed, a separate discussion would be held on this matter at a convenient date.   

Report from police 
PCSO Le Surf advised that there had been 3 recorded crimes since the last meeting which had included a common assault and damage to a car. 

There were ongoing issues of anti social behaviour in Hillside Avenue which included walls being damaged and wheelie bins knocked over. It was believed that these issues have been taking place for some time but not being reported. PCSO Le Surf asked that all matters be reported as they occur otherwise it is difficult for the police to act. 

SNT Team – photographs are presently being taken of the SNT team and posters will then be available for the boards.  
The SNT team are presently looking into the possibility of assisting the youth club with funding. 
Meeting closed to public contribution 8.17pm. 
4) Updates from previous meetings.

b) Parish Plan 
The working party hope to be able to present the responses to the parish council by the end of February.

Mr Nourse had advised that he would prefer a different design for the base of the village sign. The contractor, the Chairman and Mr Nourse will meet to discuss further.

Village Fete - The initial meeting for volunteers will take place on 15th January at the Middle School. 

St Georges Day Event – Cllr Hammond-Fox and Cllr Rogers will organise.  

e) Gating Order – Update received from SCC. This will be provided to Cllr Cossey who will liase with residents of Rowan Way. Their responses to be fed back to SCC.
