Steve Lomas has decided to manage the Maybush car park more effectively and has 
installed a `pay & display' system. The car park will be split into de®ned areas, a pub 
patrons car park and a visitors car park.

History Group
1953 Floods
At the February Village Hall talk, 
we heard about the 1953 ¯oods in 
Felixstowe. Someone asked about what 
happened in Waldring®eld. I have asked 
one or two folks with longer memories.

Mike Nunn tells me that most of the 
¯ooding was on the marshes upstream 
of the boat yard and the waters almost 
reached Nova Castria in Sandy Lane. 
The Quay and the boatyard sheds were 
¯ooded and the water came partially up 
the side of The Maybush. He said that 
he helped his father, Harry, and Uncle 
Ernie rescued some horses that were 
stranded on some raised ground. He 
also reckons that the Duke of Edinburgh 
visited the village

Dawn Larkman said she remembers her 
brother, the late Noel Edgar, taking a 
rowing boat to the last house along the 
Quay, which was occupied by Mr Alston 
(possibly owner of the Ipswich furniture 
factory) but he decided to stay put. 

Liz Kennedy (who was not a resident at 
the time) tells me that a boat moored 
boat was swept from its mooring 
and ended up in the middle of a ®eld. 
Apparently 100 boys from the Borstal 
at Hollesley manhandled it back to the 
river.

Without making too much effort, that 
is all I have gathered, so if anyone has 
more information, please contact me.
