P C Harris advised the meeting of the following incidents;  
13th June – a common assault had taken place on the Lowestoft Road over a boundary dispute. 

27th June – a person from Lowestoft had been stopped on the A146 and was found to be in possession of cannabis. 

1ST/2ND July – A vehicle had been scratched in Copplestone Close 

In the year to June 2008 the Suffolk sector has a 55% detection rate. There is a reduction of 36 in the number of crimes being reported for the same period last year.  

Re Gating Order – SCC had contacted P C Harris regarding a site meeting. Mrs French has had several minor issues over the past 2 months. The police confirmed that they will continue to support the gating order initiative. 

The clerk will continue to chase SCC for a site meeting.

After full discussion it was resolved by all that an initial meeting should be held with the solicitor to assess whether there is any possibility of transferring funds held within a section 106 agreement. It was resolved by all that costs up to £500 could be incurred. Dependent on dates, Cllrs Robbins, Rogers, and Tucker volunteered to attend any meeting that could be arranged. 
c) Rural Community Partnership – Cllr Tucker will attend the meetings. The rural conference is on 16th July 2008 at Ilketshall St Andrew Village Hall.  
d) Code of Conduct meetings - Meetings are being held on 13th August 2008.

7. Updates from previous meetings. 
a) Play areas 
Winer Diners 

a)  Cost of galvanising existing units – Cllr Knights has still to contact Nikki Childs re the weight of the new units to ascertain costs for the existing units. 
b) The 5 new winer diners are at WDC and the concrete pads should be installed in the second week of August. 
Climbing Frame at All Saints Green – Costs still to be ascertained.  
2nd Goal at All Saints Green play area/ Basketball net 

Petition sent to Simon Walker at WDC who will ascertain whether this would now be allowed and whether there are funds available from WDC.    

Park Drive Gate   

a) Re second gate - Tony Rudd at WDC advises that the land on which entry will be required to a second gate is not theirs. This matter to be considered further.  

b) Swings – These have been raised. 
Woodfield Park drainage. 

Simon Walker WDC advises that he is still struggling to find a system that is within budget and that will work. He is now considering looking at raising the finished levels of the kit as an alternative. Hopes to be able to report more news within 3 weeks. 
Werel’s Loke – Basketball installed. No issues.  
Bluebell Way – Simon Walker at WDC has been asked to consider remedial work at this play area as residents have mentioned that it does need tidying up.  
Garden Lane – Bin to be provided once seat installed. 

RoSPA Reports 
Cllr Knights and Cllr Culyer are to consider these to ensure that items have been dealt with as necessary. 
b) Parish Plan 
Cllr Tucker and Cllr Robbins advised the initial document was now finished. A group of volunteers will consider the questions and the main questionnaire will be delivered during September. 

There will be a full page spread in the next issue of the WNCB. 
The youth questionnaire will go to the youth club. 
Volunteers are still needed to deliver the main questionnaire. 

Thanks were extended to all of the parish plan working party for their hard work on this project.   

c) 4 Towns Bus
Now that the youth club was well established within the middle school a discussion took place about the need for the 4 Towns Bus to continue. 

Councillors agreed that as the young people had initially requested the bus, they should be consulted about whether they still wanted it to attend the youth club sessions.    
d) Village Sign 
Mr Nourse has advised that the post will be installed within the next 2 weeks.  

Councillors were shown a photograph of the surround of the Thurton village sign. Council was advised that Mr Crisp has estimated that to replicate this, a cost of £1600 would need to be considered. 

After full discussion it was resolved to install the sign first and then decide on any base as appropriate permission will need to be sought. The WI will be asked to unveil the new sign.  
e) Gating Order

Sue Bergin has taken over the management of this project. 
It is hoped that works can be carried out during the summer months.
