Copdock & Washbrook Parish Meeting 1 December 2009 

At the Parish Council meeting held on 1 December 2009 County Councillor Kathy Pollard reported that traffic lights are to be installed on all the slip roads at the Copdock Mill roundabout.  The Highways Dept are also going to shut the central reservation at the turning to Higham on the A12. 

The Council received an enquiry from a local resident regarding the continued un-occupancy of the old Post Office.  The Parish Council confirmed that it was not paying rent on these premises and the redevelopment was in the hands of Babergh District Council.  The Parish Council was also made aware of the pot holes in the surface of Mill Lane and it was agreed to obtain quotations to remedy the defects.  

The main discussion for the Parish Council was to agree the pre-cept for the financial year 2010/11 and it was agreed that this would remain unaltered for the sixth year in succession. 

Rents for the recreation field were discussed and it was agreed that these would increase by approximately 10% overall.  

The Council also confirmed the annual grant of £400 for the up-keep of the churchyard. 

The Council has received a request from Belstead PC to see if they could be part of our new affordable housing scheme at Marvens and it was agreed that subject to the land being available there would be no problem putting an extra 2 houses on the site.  The Council agreed that now was the time to approach the Highways department again to improve the Marven/Old A12/Chapel Lane junction in view of the increased traffic the new development would create. 
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
